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Tavern Gets 60 Days Suspension
In • violations hearing held

before the City Council
Monday evening, Cellar,
Ltd., of 500 Washington
Avenue, was handed a sixty
day license suspension for
not carrying out a directive
issued to it March 2Sth by the
director of the Alcoholic
Beverage Commission.

The, Cellar, which is also
called "Sumwnere Else" was
one of two local taverns
which did not receive a
license renewal at liquor
license renewal hearings
conducted by the City Council
two weeks ago The other
tavern was Regal Beagle,
which in adjacent to the
Cellar on Washington
Avenue

A third tavern, Antelope,
Inc., on Route 35, trading
under the name of Freckles,
formerly My Wife's Place,
also failed to receive a
license renewal two weeks
ago, not for violations, but
because its license had been
dormant for two years or
more

The ABC directive
mandated the Cellar to
engage a uniformed
professional security guard
on Its premises from 10.00
PM to closingtime st 2 00
A.M. for the purposes of
controlling patron activities
and eliminating illegal
parking, littering, abusive
language and other public

d bh
However. on three

occasions, local police, in
routine checks, did not find
such a guard at the premise*,
specifically,at 12 30AM on
April 19th; at 12 06 A.M. on
April 14lh; and at 1 30 AM
on April 20th. as disclosed at
Monday shearing

APIeaof Non Vult
Attorney John Spagonetz.

representing The Cellar.
pleaded "non vult" to the
charges on behalf of his
client

Spagonetz admitted that
the tavern did not fulfill its
obligations but with
mitigating circumstances

"There were not many
patrons at the premises." he
said, and "we do not know
whether the two parking
violations at Sacred Heart
Churcrt parking lot were the
vehicles of patrons of the
tavern'"

Spagonetz stated that a
guard hs*- limited authority
regarding such parking
violations on private
propertv. At best, he said, he
can only ask them to move
their vehicles or call the
police, but has no power to
order them to be moved

Downs replied the ABC
directive was specific snd
that the tavern was in
continuous violation of it
"The citizens of South
Amboy," he declared,
"should not be placed in
jeopardy of person or
property

Tavern owner Joe Longo
remarked that he had
contacted such agencies as
Burns and Brooks seeking to
obtain a professional
uniformed guard but to no
avail

Manager Not A ware
of Directive

City L»*w Director Clark
Convery asked Longo if he
had any written doiruments.
such as letters, seeking
professional services Longo
replied that all his contacts
were made by phone.

Convery maintained that
the hearing and the presence
of the1 Council were not there
to hear representations of
efforts toward the
employment of a
professional uniformed
guard or in modifying or
varying the conditions set by
the ABC director but on the
failure to carry out the
directive

It was revealed that when
the police inquired of the
tavern manager on April 12th
about the whereabouts of the
Ituard, he was informed by
the manager that he was not
aware of such a requirement
On April 14th. the manager
admitted no guard was
present, when asked by the
police On April 20th. the
manager again stated he was
not aware of the guard being
needed

Councilman John
Ciszewski said thai he found
it very difficult to believe that
after almost one hundred
days having transpired since
the issuance of the directive,
there hrd been no
compliance to the order and
that the directive was not
carried out.

"The order did not come
from the City Council," he
declared, "but from the ABC
(t is a blatant disregard of
state and local authorities."
hesurmissed

Councilman-at-large
Thomas O'Brien stated that
the order from the director
was given in very clear
language.

O Brien's comments were
seconded by Councilman
Bruce Richmond who
reiterated that a guard
should have been there.

"We have been trying for
years to support our police
and to control problems We
cannot accept reasons that
were given."

Verdict on
Unanimous Vote

All three council members
voted to give the tavern a ten-
day suspension for the first
violation; a twenty-da>
suspension for the second;
and a thirty-day suspension
for the third, for a total of
sixty days, in consideration
of the continuous violations.

Spagonetz requested that
the .enforcement of the
penalties be stayed pending
an appeal However, the

council set August 1st as the
start of the suspensioi period
contingent o't the appeal
being reaolvec

Mazzetta, Inc., trading as
Key Largo on Stevens
Avenue, was given a ten-day
license suspension, less five
days for pleading "non-vult,"
for conducting after-hour
sales and having
unauthorised persons on the
premises after closing time
on January 6th. as charged
by the ABC

The violations were
recorded at 3:12 A M on that
Sunday. Dominic Teneralli
informed the council that
Michael Maueo, the owner of
Key Largo had taken over the
proprietorship of the tavern
the preceding month.
December 4th, and was
inexperienced and that there
have been no violations sine*
January 6th.

He also stated that the
unauthorized persons on the
premises were there then
waiting to take tavern
employees home.

A request from Teneralli to
have the penalty stayed
pending an appeal to file for a
monetary penalty in place of
the suspension w n
considered with the
suspension U> '.ake place
starting August ist
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Nicholas Smolney, who
resigned as the city business
administrator of South
Amboy June 30th after a nine-

He was sworn in along with
Joseph Poremski. the new
mayor of the borough, at an
organization meeting of what
was described as a non

The new slate of
borough officials was sworn
in after a campaign of eight
months by the Tinton Falls
Taxpayer* Action Group, of
which the new mayor and
council are members, to
replace the former partisan
form of government, which
the Action Group maintained
was unresponsive to the
needs of the borough
residents

The new governing body
was elected in May. At their
reorganization meeting,
Eugene Thornton was
elected council president and
Sol Grover was named the
deputy council president

Other council members
include Anthony F Cicalese.
Eugene Garvey, and
Ernestine Taylor Ellen
Branin and JoAnne Stafford
were reappointed municipal
clerk ana deputy clerk.

Smolney, who was
appointed by Poremski
under the new "strong-
mayor1 ' form of government,
and approved by the council,
will serve a four-year term as
administrator.

Barbecuing need not be a hazardous summer chore if the
backyard or outdoor chef remembersa few simple safety tips:

* Select a good location for barbecuing. Don't place a grill
toa date to walls or other objects or underneath overhanging
Ira*branches or lawn umbrellas.

* Allow for proper ventilation, especially if you are
eaofclaf outdoors or on a hlbachi. Burning charcoal produces
totfr gases that can be lethal in exceaaivedoses.

* Don't use flammable liquids other than special charcoal
lighting fluids to soak briquettes when using a charcoal grill
After the lighting fluid has been absorbed, stand well back
whan lighting the briquettes And once the coals are burning.
never, under any circumstances, add additional lighting fluid
The heat can ignite the lighting fluid and follow the spray right
uptotbecan, causing it coexplode in your hands

* Be careful when using gas or electric grills Be <ure to
read all the instructions thoroughly before lighting the grill
Pay special attention to the gas line hookup and to the handling
of the gas tank And be sure to check that parts of the gas and
electrical lines are kept a way from the heat. because the wires
could melt or bum and present a major fire hazard or gas leak

* Never bum paper or fabric in the grill. These materials
produce tiny floating embers that may ignite nearby objects

* Don't wear loose and frilly clothing while barbecuing.
" The cooking process also requires some special

attention to details. For example, be certain that all children*
and pate are kept awiv from barbecue grills Children may
unknowingly touch the burning-hot grill, and dogs and cats can
knock a grill over and be severely burned by the coals

* Aao, make sure to use the proper utensils (long-handled
tonga, forks and spatulas), and remember not to leave food on
the grill unattended, even for a moment.

Once the barbecue is over, snuff out the fire or turn off the
beat properly. With a charcoal grill, allow plenty of time for
the coals to cool off before even attempting to water them
dawn or dump them.
