Extensive studies were
undertaken and plans were
put forth on a tentative basis
pending receipt of financial
assistance from the Urban
Renewal Program, which
was federally-funded

However, when these funds
were suddenly cut off, the
local program for
revitalization of Broadway
lost much of the zeal and
impetus it started out with,
ana the program, called The
Neighborhood Preservation
Program spearheaded by
Counci lwoman Brown,
needed redirection

The redirection has now
taken the form of IMPAC,
which is the committee
seeking answers to giving
Broadway and other city
business areas new vitality
and purpose

The committee is using the
data assembled by Frank
Cross of Cross Group, Inc of
Matawan. a marketing and
development firm, garnered
from studies made last year
on Broadway, at a start to
propel it forward and to
inspire improvements and to
sustain interest in it

One of the aims of the
former organization was to
form a business and
professional organization to
spearhead the drive for
improvements and to give
advise to city officials
Another was to set up a
capital financing program
based on public and private
funds to help merchants
obtain low-interest loan* to
improve their properties.

The body was recovered

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Mile Square Talk
The picture of the railroad station featured in the South

Amboy Citlien last week was known as the South Am boy
Junction, a part of the Camden and Amboy Railroad, which
was located about 700 feet from the Raritan River treatle and
about 500 'eet distant from the back of the present site of
McKeon's Garage on outer Main Street

When the Raritan River Bridge is crossed in the direction
of South Amboy, there is presently a tower about two stories
high, now discontinued, which was used formerly for
switching trains on various tracks All such switch
movements are now controlled from Hoboken.

The concrete basement floor of this original railroad
station is still visible at the site The old wooden original South
Amboy tower was demolished and an existing one built to
replace it.

The old tower was '•strong-armed" or manually-operated.
The present tour is of brick and cement construction and was
electrically operated.

For many year* people of South Amboy and Perth Amboy
heard the steam whistles answering calls from boats
navigating toward the Raritan River Railroad bridge to alert
them for opening the bridge. The steam whistle it are no longer
heard, being an air whistle now, and the bridge is now opened
electrically rather than by steam aa formerly.

Steps can be seen in the picture at the right extremity of
the former Camden and Amboy Station to give access to an
embankment above and the Camden and Amboy Railroad
connections for points toward Old Bridge, Heightstown,
Jamesburg, Bordentown, and Camden and for access by ferry
from there to Philadelphia.

The lower level fronting the stati'm is for the New Jersey
Transit tracks, formerly ca.'led the New York and Long
Branch Railroad
