Ten Manes is its project

Applicants must reside in
the city, be 65 years of age or
older, have annual incomes
of f 10,290 for a single parson
and 113,404 for a couple,
according to Title XX
guidelines, be in need of
safety repairs, and own his or
her home or reside with a
homeowner.

The most medically and
financially in need will be
given highest priority.

A thirteen-year-old boy
pedestrian was struck by a
moving automobile Sunday
at 8:13 PM at the
intersection of Main and

Richard Niedermeier, of
Main Street, who lives near
the accident scene, was
crossing the street with his
sister at the time, police
report, when he was struck
by the right front bumper of

The identity of the driver
was later determined and
police were able to
reconstruct the
c i r c u m s t a n c e s from
information received from a
passing motorist who had
witnessed the accident and
then pursued the other car.

Water Delivery
Service Requested

Ted Soltys of Sayreville
made a personal request
from City Councilmen at
their business meeting a
week ago last Monday He
asked them if he could be
furnished city water to be
used for a car wash business
he is locating on a site at
upper Raritan Street

The water he requested
would be taken from the
vertical storage tank that
stands on Raritan Street to
which both South Amboy and
Sayreville have pipe service
distribution connections

Soltys' car wash is to be
located next to the water tank
but the location is in
Sayreville. Since South
Amboy's water supply line
would be more economical
and convenient. Soltys
sought to hook up with it.

The dilemma that
confronted the governing
body, and Soltys, was who
would bill him for the water
The question of payment for
the water was posed by
Councilman Bruce
Richmond, who in the
absence of Council President
Frsnk Tarallo, presided at
the meeting

Councifwoman Erma
Brown also affirmed that
water taken from the South
Amboy system would be
metered by the city and paid
to the city.

City Law Director Clark
Convery gave a legal opinion
tfcrt lulsrs water cetffti b«
supplied to Soltys' business,
situated in Sayreville,
permission to do this would
have to be obtained from
Sayreville

Soltys was requesting that
South Amboy water to be
used at his car wash be paid
for directly tc Sayreville
Convery replied that South
Amboy doesn't want to give
out its water without
charging for it

He estimated that he would
be using between ten and
twelve gallons of water per
car and that he anticipated
having up to 200 cars washed
daily at his establishment

The original rinse water,
he said, would be recycled
while the wax rinse water
would be discharged into
septic tanks

South Ambov presently
services a motel nearby with
water through a 12" water
line which is on the South
Amboy side. It also has water
and sewer line service
arrangements for residents
living on borderline areas
between Sayreville and South
Amboy, services which are
traded off for convenience,
which were arranged many
years ago, it was disclosed.

Soltys, somewhat
perplexed about the matter.
was advised to obtsln an
opinion in writing from
borough officials about the
water supply arrangement
and the payment of the
water.
