I am greatly upset mid
concerned about July 4th
activities in our
neighborhoods which I hop*'
you and the City < ounnl help
address and resolve

"The flow and use of illegal
fireworks and firecrackers
has reached epidemic
proportions, from what 1
witnessed on Thursday night
July 4th

"I am of the opinion that
the problem has reached
such magnitude that it needs
to he addressed by the City
Council

"However, I do not have
any easy answers I am sure
that assuming that the feu
police officers on duty July
4th can handle the problem is
missing the enormity of I he
problem

"Perhaps << more get
tough' image of the City
Government in this case,
might be a pla'iKible course of
action, with warnings
appearing inTHKCITIZKN

"Thi»4thof July i* the third
one which I have experienced
since becoming fwistor of this
church ami resident of this
city, and by far the vmrst

"On Thursdas evening (he
firecrackers began to go oft
around 6 <M» P M which
culminated in H spectacular
unsupervisj'd f ireworks
display from » w I* M until
9:35 P M when a neighbor
warned the youths setting off
the fireworks that a police
car had been radioed to
investigate

Beyond All l imi ts
of a Nuisance

"1 understand how
fireworks, kids and hot dogs
go together for the 4th of July.
but this i* no excuse tor the
huge illegal fireworks
display that I witnessed on
Thursdav ni^h' I went
beyond all limits of lmnn a
mere nuisance

"Then1 u rn 1 tirrwurk".

going off and fire crackers
being thrown in all
directions, hitting and
lundingon cars and houses on
Se* indandStockton

it was a horrendous night.
witnessing 30 young people,
going unchecked, with illegal
fireworks and firecrackers
on a street corner in our city

"Quitehonestly, 1 was very
scared that someone was
going to he injured or a
building or a car would be
ignited Fortunately, this did
not happen this time'

On Friday when I
surveyed our church
property I found a piece from
a down spout lying on the
ground and another
downspout ripped from its
gutter and underground
drainage pipe They were
apparently used in the
lighting of the fireworks

Also to my horror. I fould
a Molotov cockta'i under the
porch of our education
Building which was
fortunately not ignited,
in tent iona l ly or
unintentionally

As you can see. the
problem is no longer simple
nuisance but encompasses
the floodlikc supply of illegal
firecrackers and fireworks,
adolescents arrogant
defiance of the law. the
callous disregard for people
and property, as well as an
enormous fire hazard

Please do not hesitate in
