Seatence Imposed

Angelo F Aceta, a 26-year-
old resident of 131 No
Broadway, was sentenced to
a 25-year-term in prison on
his plea of guilty tocharges of
arsonand burglary

The sentence was imposed
upon him by Superior Court
Judge George J Nicols in
New Hrunswick

The arson offense occurred
an Saturday. August 25, 1984,
with the total destruction of
two builldings at the Miller.
Bergen and Welsh Lumber
Company at 175 North
Broadway, acity landmark

Al thut time South Amboy
Iolice Department Captain
Robert Kelly, Detective
Ravmaond Dursk:, and other
members  of  the  police
conducted an intensive
nvestigation which
eventually led to the arrest of
Aceta, Edward Bright. a
27. and Robin Rlvkvnhmﬂ(
age 22, of Wyonmassing,
Pennsvlvama. who were
charged in October. 14984
with theft and two counts of
conspiracy  to commit
hurlary

The Pephsyivania woman.
Capt Kelly reported then,
was  the  first  to he
apprehended on September
