Raritan Diner May End his Glory

The Raritan Diner, long a
city fixture. may soon vanish
from the local scene Rumors
are circulating in town that it
may either he dismantled or
moved and preserved as a
museum piece

Retired building
contractor Ed Munn. its
present owner, could not be
reached for confirmation of
the fate of the diner, which is

puted 10 have a previous
locluon prior to being shifted
to its present location on
Bordentown Avenue avout 75
yearsago.

in Jenuary, 1984, the diner
received national notoriety
when film maker Woody
Allen featured it in the movie
‘‘Purple Rose of Cairo,"
aitracting movie fans to the
diner during the filming

The diner's original vwner
could not be determined but it
is known that it was once
owned and operated aby Jim
Farley and is believed to

have been moved to
Burdentown Avenue in 1927,
during prohibitiop” and

bootlegging days.

The original siding of the
diner is recalled as being of
green paneling and hand.
stripped, in the manner of a
railroad car. Although diners
of this kind were then built by
the railroads, the Raritan
Diner was of a rare type of
construction called the
"“Mahoney Diner."’ havin
oak trim and ceiling an
marble counters

As iate as six or seven
years ago. it was eouipped
with large gas fixtures
which were common in the
early part of the certury and
which produced a hrlllmnl
tlluminator.

Diner Was
Always Crowded

During the 1920's and
1930's. 1t was often difficult to
get a seat at one of its side
tables or at$he counter

In the davs before Route 35
at Rordentown Avenue was
realized, in the 1930's, heavy
bumber-to-bumper traffic
moved through the city
toward the shore along
Stevens Avenue, Main Street
and Burdentown Avenue

The diner. opened 24 hours
a day, always had beautiful
cars parked around it An
Eskimo Pie vendor could
often beseenintheareaof the
diner selling eskimo pies at
fivecentaeach.

There were may Terra
Cotta employees as well as

railroad workers stopping ofl
al the diner for a éulck
breakfast at5:00 A M. Early-
