Robert J McGowan. a

local attorney of the firm of
Haber ft McGowan, of 131
South Broadway, notified
city officials through a letter
addressed to City Clerk
Natalie Brennan that
Edward J Munn, owner of
the Raritan Diner on
Bordentown Avenue, would
be relocating the famous
local edifice during the
month of September

In the letter. McGowan
declared that Mr Munn. a
retired local contractor,
presently a resident of
Sayreville, intends to remove
the diner from its present
location on or about
September 16th and the
premises will have been fully
vacated no later than
September 30th

Mr Munn has not disclosed
where he will relocate the
diner. During recent time* it
has been painted a bright
yellow color and as of this
date remains intact at its
present location.

At last week's council
meeting City Law Director
Clark Convery revealed that
although Munn owns the
structure, the land site is
property belonging to the
city Mr Munn has a lease on
the property which continues
until February 28,1986

According to McGowan's
letter, the diner has been
inactive since the beginning
of the year and in informal
discussions with city officials
It was indicated to him that
the city is not interested in
extending orvenewing the
land lease for Us continuation
In its present use

Original Owner

McGowan staled that
because of the short duration
before the lease expires,
there is not sufficient time to
justify a revitaliiation of the
business at the present
location and. therefore, the
owner. Mr Munn. has
decided to relocate it to a
more permanent location, a
site that was not given

The original owner and
lessee, according ot past
records, as given in the letter
by McGowan. was Thomas J
Lenanan

City Law Director Clark
Convery maintained that it
was customary years back
for the city to grant leases of
this nature The present
lease was entered into on
February 24, 1956. in
succession to the preceding
lease periods granted to
Lenahan, the letter from
McGowan state*.
