According to a survey
taken earlier in the summer,
results indicate that a high
percentage of loca! business
and professional firms had
either improved or expanded
their facilities in the city
during the past fiv* years

A summary of the survey
was presented to the mayor
and council this past
Monday

The survey was conducted
by Impac, or the
Improvement Advisory
Committee, which succeeded
the Broadway Rehabilitation
Committee which was
formed when the governing
body had hoped to revitalize
Broadway with federal
monetary assistance which
failed to materialize

The summary of the survey
was tabulated by Impac
member Steven Zrebiec of
Augusta Street and
presented to the city off icials
by Mrs. Janice Tedesco.
Impac chairperson

In all, 1S6 survey
questionnaires were given
out and of this nw.nt er 72
responded

Of those respond ng, 92
percent indicated M,at they
had improved their facilities
which. Mrs. Tedesco said,
shows confidence in the
business community. The
survey alr-o indicated that
thoae who did not make
improvements did not lack
the basic confidence

Others, not located along
Broadway, seven in number,
stated that they were
prevented from making
improvements because of
toning law restrictions.

Strong Feeling
for an Association

Survey responses have
shown a strong desire for the
formation of a businessmen's
association Those
responding in favor of an
association reached 61
percent with 32 percent
undecided
