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Hurricane Gloria Spares City
Many city residents were

in trepidation prior to the
advent of Hurricane Gloria
Stimulated by media reports
of the expected ferocity of
nature, they grew more tense
as the hurricane wared the
South Amboy shores,
expecting I" excess of loo
mile gale winds to thrash the
municipality

As the hour approached
Friday at about 9 00 A M .
t rees and branches were bent
low. swaying i'ra/.ily and
being whipped about
menacingly

Rut South Amboy lucked
out, probably in answer to the
many prayers being said
The winds reached a
respectable 50-60 miles per
hour and then gradually
abated City residents were
grateful

For city police, firemen,
and first aid men. the time
passed by tediously and
narrowingly Police cars
were on constant
surveillance of city streets
before, during, and after the
storm

Captain Hett> Leveille of
the South Amboy First Aid
and Safety Squad kept two
crews on standby duty at
First Aid headquarters.
awaiting emergencies They
came on dutv at about 7 to
P M Thursday and stayed
through the night and into
Friday afternoon when the
eye of the storm panned the
a n * and they could relax a

During Thursday evening
they sent out their rigH to the
low-tying waterfront areas
with public address systems
to warn the -estdents,
primarily on Kosewell
Street, to prepare to
evacuate in case the bay
waters threatened to flood
the region

About 30 of the residents
eventually did evaculate to
Hoffman High School to take
refuge there

Some Brave and
Wait Out Threat

The most precarious
residents were those living
near the waterfront the
Dill. Baranowski. and the
Edwards families Larry
Edwards, who conducts the
railroad museum at One
Gordon Street, which ts as
close at you can get to the
bay, stayed put

His grandson. Mike
Baranowski, reports that a
large tree behind the
Edwards-Baranowski home
had fallen down Mike,
however, did not have much
luck at his other
grandfather's residence in
Laurence Harbor where
people were made to
evacuate.

A large tree by their home
In Laurence Harbor was
blown over and remained
somewhat a i rborne .
suspended in midnight by the
telephone wire However, the
electric power line to the
home was yanked off the
home by the tree Mike said tt
took four days for Jersey
Central Power and Light Co
U» restore power to the home

In the city, a large tree fell
down at « Campbell Street
By Saturday afternoon the
residents had the tree cut up
and cleared with the aid of a
buusaw.

Other trees and big
branches fell on Hordentnwn
Avenue at the home of Ed
Munn; on First Street in the
middle of the block
approaching Broadway, at
IW Conlogue Avenue, and
two medium sized trees
behind the Woodrow
McCarthy Senior Citizens

building in its last stages ol
being erected there at the
base of Gordon Street

Leaves by the ton and
broken tree branches litered
the entire city keeping
residents and street crews
busy Friday and Saturday
cleaning up the mess

Power Failure
on Bertram Avenue

At about 8 01) A M Friday
police report a power failure
in the Bertram Avenue
Roberts Street region
Residents there were without
electricity until9'0»P M

A tree cutting service was
put into action to cut fallen or
dislodged tree branches
which were interfering with
the power lines and cutting
off electricity to residential
homes

First Aid personnel went
door-to-door in the power
blackout area to inquire if
there were people who could
not walk, hear or see and
who needed assistance or
emergency measure aid

One family they came upon
had three family members
who receive insulin
injections and had a problem
keeping their insulin supph
refrigerated The First Aid
personnel kept this suppl>
refrigerated lor them with
their emergency generators

They also inquired if people
who possibly are bedridden
or incapacitated had such
emergency items on hand as

Most of those on life
support systems, however
were evacuated to homes of
relatives in safer areas, they
were informed

First Aid
Recommendations

Mrs Leveille talked to a
,IC P & L Co supervisor or
crew chief in tbc-MacKoul
area who infornMfcjfl^trjit
residents on life" support
systems should notify JCPAL
Co so that the power
company could give
priorities to such areas
where they reside tn
restoring electric current
during future blackout
emergencies

Such information would
enable crewmen to attach the
letter* "LS." for life-support,
along with a code number, on
the nearest telephone pole for
future references

Mrs Leveille also
disclosed that life-support
patients and other
incapacitated residents
should register their names,
addresses, and phone
numbers with the First Aid so
that they could be assisted
expeditiously by the First Aid
in future emergencies.

This information. Mrs
Leveille said, would be kept
on file and held confidentially
to protect such persons
