Us boundaries extended
from Main Street. . alonn
Stevens Avenue, and beyond

John Stevens, who was
born in New York City in 1749
and educated as a lawyer is
believed to have established
the family residency in South
Amboy

The estate in Slevensdale
had a large ornately-built
mansion, one of the finest in
the Northeast, and beautiful
gardens and pond with .1
centrally located pavillion
and attractive walkover fool
bridges surmounting the
pond

One or the wings <>t the
mansion later was moved to
Ihe Main Street Potter Street
corner in 1918 to serve as the
city's first hospital during the

For the record, South Amboy had a Businessmen's
Association in 1013 with Charles Safran as president; Jamea
H. Gordon, vice-president; Edwin C Roddy, secretary; and
John Sutliff. treasurer

On the board of directors were James H. Gorden, EH
Eulner, M.D , Howard D. Llttell, Thomas Lovely, John Lucitt.
Elias S. Mason, Stanley Kwl)in>ki, Gottlieb Straub AH
Slover, and Benjamin Strausser.

The group met at the Parisen Building on Broadway.
Some of the other active members of the association were A L
Grace, DeGraw, Gundrum, Birmingham, Parker, Buckalew.
Kelsinon, Monaghan, Loundes and Boynton.

It is believed that the 1913 Businessmen's Association
continued actively for several decades afterwards

Someof the 1913 memberr were also members of the South
Amboy Board of Education. Grace, Littell and Mason were on
the board's standing committee: Mason, Haines and Grace
were on the Buildings and Grounds Committee: Haines and
Littell served on the Teachers' Committee

* The secretary of the Board of Education in 1913 was paid
S23S per year

The board sometimes inet on Sunday afternoons and at
other times at the home or office of the president of the board,
uich as at the office of Dr. E. E. Haines on Broadway.

It met moat frequently at School No. 2 on Fourth Street
where a Mr. Miller was principal Mr. Dawson was
supervising principal of theSchool No Ion George Street.

One of the questions brought before the board in 1913 was
whether dancing by students of South Amboy High School
should be permitted in the assembly room of School No. 2 after
school hours, a custom introduced by a previous principal
Safeguards and who should supervise the dancing sessions
were the principal issues to be determined by the board
committee on Rules and Regulations

The committee recommended that the dancing be
discontinued until conditions governing the dance sessions are
established

A teacher by the name of Miss Anna Miller tendered her
resignation in 1913 and the board instructed the supervising
principal to seek a replacement.

Samuel Locker was board secretary at the time His
widow, Mrs. Ruth L. Locker, of Gordon Street, died this year,
January 11,1988

A meeting of the board took place February 10, 1913, at
J.J. Scully's Hall on Stevens Avenue.

Board insurance policies were placed in 1913 with George
Gundrum. One insurance policy, however, was placed with
J.M.Parker

Some old South Amboy history *
Doctor E. E. tUinea served the ctty aa a tttdtaf ctttaea lor

many years. He died unexpectedly on a Monday night, June 22,
1914 and was buried Saturday. June 36,1914. Many residents
turned out for the funera I.

Bearers of his casket were W S Dey. Ira R. Burnes, C.H
Nuirhead, George Batzel, Fred Diebert. and Howard D
Littell.

On February I.1»13, George G Cliver was secretary of the
Board of Education when Dr. Haines was selected to be its
president. His term on the board was to expire in 1918. Oscar
0. Barr was the superintendent ot schools. A Mr Fulton
succeeded Dr. Haines on the board.

Other board members at that time were C T Mason. J J
Scully, A L Grace, andCE Davis

Charles T. Mason and J.J. Scully served on t^e Board of
Estimate Committee

Cyrus E. Davis was elected vice-president of the board
and Samuel Locker succeeded George G. Cliver as board
secretary.

Hallowc n i» when bat* get all their publicity for the year
and even though I hey re fly by nights, they df *i t deserve the
bum rap they get by being associated with witches and goblins
and Count Dracula

The facts about bats are 180 degrees off what most folks
think they are They are among Earth's most beneficial
animals and, far from being creepy, they're gentle,
intelligent, clean and more than willing to mind their own
business -• which is more thtn can be said for many others.

Bats are the only major predators of night-flying insects
and one gray bat, which sadly is endangered, will catch up to
3,000 insects in a single night There's one colony of free-tailed
bats in Texas that does away with more than 250,000 pounds of
insects in one night - and the colony isn't nearly as big as it was
just a few years ago because misguided humans have
harrassed the bats.

For such small creatures -• the smallest mammel in the
world is a bat about the size of a bumblebee bats carry
around a lot of myths

For example, bats are not blind but have very good vision
They are more closely related to humans than to mice and,
unlike mice, most have only one baby per year. Insect-eating
bats have very sophisticated echo-locating < sonar > systems
and will definitely not get entangled in one's hair And, finally,
bats are not all rabid. In fact, very few bats contract rabies
and, unlike other animals, they don t gefaggressive when they
do; they just die.

Most Americans are completely unaware of how much
they owe to bats, completely apart from their de-bugging
abilities.

Many bats have no more taste for insects than you do
They prefer fruit or nectar or something else * even frogs.

So, if it weren't for bats' work in pollinating plants or
dispersing seeds we'd have no bananas, peaches, cashews,
chewing gum, tequila, kapok, rope or durian fruit And
probably we'd have no rain forests, and rain forests have a
very direct effect on the whole world's climate

Recently, one of the states in Australia declared fruit
bats expendable because they were seen as dangerous to fruit
orchards. The fact is that scientists long ago discovered what
anyone in right mind would have known. bats don't like green
fruit any better than you like green fruit. And fruit for the
market has to be picked green or else it'll never get to market.
Fruit bats are a positive help to orchardists because they clean
up ripe fruit overlooked by the pickers and thereby remove
places where fruit insects could breed
