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Professional Offices Planned
at Farmer Delaney Home

The Zoning Board ../
Adjustment. rneetnijt
Wednesday. October »th.
voted unanimously to grant
Thomas E Sheehan. a local
planning consultant, a
variance to convert the
former Delaney family
residence into a professional
building

The residence, a two story
frame home, is situated in a
residentiaI zone on a quarter
acre of land that is bordered
by Main. Peltus and Augusta
Streets

The home occupies the
lower portion of the parcel of
land with addresses at 415
Main Street and 442 Augusta
Street.

The upper property
extremity is an empty lot
which hat remained vacant
(or over fifty years It will be
converted intoa parking lot

William -Bil l Delaney.
the last surviving member of
the Delaney family, was the
final occupant of the home
When he died August ID, I S M .
hit nephew. Peter Delaney
took over ownership

Sheehan, who is the board's
consultant, presently resides
in Parlin and operates the
Sheehan Consulting Group
situated at the corner of
Felt us Street and Gordon
Street

He intends to occupy the
first floor of the Delaney
assne and h«* en square <**t
of space for his firm Ht
hopes to rent out the second
floor, which covers M l
square feet, to a young
lawyer or professional
engineer.

The whole property
embraces 2.770 square feet
part of which includes small
terraces on either side of the
house and extended
waftways and lawned yards
loading to the Main and
Augusta Street entrances

Surrounded by
Commercial Business
During h's petition for the

variance, Sheehan stated
that his proposed
professional building would
be compatible with
surrounding commercial,
business and manufacturing
edifice.

In support of this he
mentioned the Clothes Barn
across Main Street at 223
North Feltus Street, the
former Henry Wolff general
department store, and
Murphy's used car lot
directly behind it

Also, the Bravo Bfell and
white Eagle taverns opposite-
each other, across Augusta
Street, and the Sacred Heart
Church parking lot across
PeJtus Street

In addition he named the
first aid squad building at
Main and Thompson Streets.
directly behind the former
Delaney residence and once
part of the original estate.
solid lo the squad in the late
IftMVs

Other establishments in
the vicinity given by him
were the RarTtan Printing,
home of The South Amboy
Citiien. the Ocean Apparel
and the Metaline Products
manufacturing concerns,
and the Protection Fire Co .
all on Peltus Street

By developing this
property Sheehan
maintained that he will
beautify and enhance it, an
eyesore will be removed, and
the public good will be
advanced.

N*BRt«rior Building
Moettfleatlo*)* Planned
The board wss Informed by

thai he does not plan
lo make any exterior building
renovation* All that he
intends to do. he said, is to
place two small signs that
will not be illuminated on the
Main Street side of the
building that will identify the
occupant*

He has plans for erecting a
small stockade as a refuse
collection facility A hedge
separating the property from,
the neighboring Connors
family will be maintained at
the neighbor's request rather
than supplanting it with a
fence

Three sprawling low
bra need fruit trees adjacent
to the home will be cut down

The vacant lot will be
graded on a slope to street
level and inclined in the same
manner as Augusta and Main
Streets and will be converted
into a parking lot to
accommodate six vehicles

The paved parking lot will
have a sixteen foot high
"shoebox" type light fixture
to prefect the neighbors from
glare and will be screened in
by twenty-six canopy and
locust evergreen trees on all
three sides

A driveway entrance will
be constructed on Main
Street with an exit driveway
on Augusta Street

Richard Wyzykowski, who
chaired the hearing.
substituting for Chairman
Thomas Downs. Sheehan's
relative, asked for the
condition for granting the
variance to be included
providing for a chain at both
driveways to keep out
weekend and after business
hour cars

No Drainage
Problems Foreseen

Sheehan had Michael
Sosinski of Fords, as project
engineer, as a witness
testifying that a minimal
additional rain runoff might
result on Augusta and Main
Streets from the paving of the
parking lot but no additional
flow onto neighboring
properties

He also had Robert
Kenner. a real estate sales
agent representing the
Herbert M Tanzmanfirm of
(Cast Brunswick, which
negotiated the sale of the
property, testifying that he
haa four other professional
parties inquiring about
purchase of the property and
two private parties for
possible conversion of the
belaney home for a two-
family residential use after
publicizing the property for
sale in a June 13th listing

Kenner. an Old Bridge
resident, added that there
were no calls for a multiple
residential conversion use

Sheehan. who slated that
his proposed plan was a
sound use of the property,
declared and confirmed by
Kenner. that his option for
purchase of the property
expired within six days of the
hearing date.

No easement rights
encumber the property
presently a title certificate
search revealed.

Sidewalks are in good
condition on Augusta and
Main Streets but to lay a
sidewalk along Feltus Street
requires county approval, it
was disclosed. The board
granted the waiver
contingent on Sheehan
meeting this county
requirement. There is only a
dirt path there now worn
down t>y pedestrian use.

ordinance regulations call

for various requirements
which Sheehan ashed to be
waived in order to obtain
permission to proceed with
the conversion from H
residential use to a
professional use

Among them were a
stipulation that parking be
provided in the ratio of one
car stall for each 300 feet of
office space and that each
stall measure eighteen by
ten feet

Sheehan°s proposed use
was within the limit on the
first requirement but lacked
one foot in width on each
parkins slot

Middlesex County requires
sidewalks with a width of five
feet whereas the city
ordinance allows sidewalks
of four-feet width

Also, the city code calls for
the office quarters to be a
minimum of twenty feet from
a neighboring residence The
existing distance is only
fifteen feet

Finally, the Delaney home
is 48 5 feet away from
Augusta Street, falling a half
foot short of the requirement.

Addition to a
Cedar Street
Home Denied

An application seeking a
variance for a kitchen
addition to a one-and-a-netf
story home at 351 Cedar
Street was presented to the
Zoning Board of Adjustment
and denied

The presentation was
submitted by Rev Theodore
J Roman for a home owned
by his sister and brother in
law. Thomas and Diann
Aronaen, for future use as a
living quarters, along with a
presently existing bedroom,
for the clergy man

The home is located in the
lower, newer section of Cedar
Street which permits only
single-family residencies

The Aronsens have owned
the home the past ten years
and intend to continue living
there. Rev Roman disclosed

Board members were
apprehensive that should the
ownership of the structure
change hands, the home
could continue as a two
family residency

In addition, one of tne
board members noted that
the application lists seven of
eleven requirements which
would be in violation of the
zoning ordinance code for
that area

Asked why he is proceeding
with the variance request.
Rev Roman said. "1 am
foreseeing using this
residence during my future
retirement '

A neighbor reiterated that
the area is reserved for one
family dwellings. Living in
the neighborhood for 25
years, he stated "My only
objections are the off-street
parking problems and
possibly the devaluation of
property values."

He added that Cedar Street
is only 36 feet wide and has a
two-way traffic flow which,
with parked vehicles, forces
vehicles moving in one
direction to stop to allow
vehicles going in the opposite
direction to proceed

Board member Joseph
Keenan remarked that in
granting the waiver, it may
open a "pandora's box '
Other board members
agreed with him Only a
relatively few such waivers
have been granted there in
the past

Morriss promptly called
the South Amboy Police to
obtain the assistance of the
fire department and then
proceeded to the home to
investigate He was able to
escort the resident, an
elderly woman, out of the
home through a rear
entrance

Eighty-seven year old
Frances McGuire of Charles
Street seems to be doing fine
after being treated for smoke
inhalation at South Amboy
Memorial Hospital and
released

The smoke that filled the
room came from a kitchen
stove which the fire
department was able to
quickly handle

Jennifer, who is the
granddaughter of Ixiis Scully

She casually mentioned the
incident to her uncle and
aunt, Robert and Lana
Kuran. whom she visits
frequently, and to a close
friend.

At a special meeting of the
Board of Education held last
Thursday in the board room.
Noel Musial of the planning
and consulting firm of Musial
and Guerra of Elizabeth
stated that he didn't think the
slope of the multipurpose
athletic field being
completed at the school site
would be as pronounced as it
is

The field adjacent to the
basketball courts, he said, is
on an even inclined grade,
but the upward slope of the
adjoining sidewalk on John
Street gives the wooden
plank wall and the rhainlink
fence surmounting it an
uneven elevation

The variations of fence
height can be corrected, he
said, by adjusting and adding
to the timbers there beneath
thefence

He also replied to questions
irom board members
regarding the openings
between the fence bottom
and the top layers of the
timber planks on the John
Street and Stevens Avenue
sides of the enclosure by
staling that the sloping
problem could be relieved by-
removing part of the top of
the fence and extending the.
railroad tie timbers to the
end of George Street along
Stevens Avenue

The original plans,
according to board member
John O'Leary, called for a
four-foot high fence
surrounding the field

At the previous board
meeting. Alfred Smith, a
nearby John Street resident.
was critical of the openings
between the timbers and the
fence, which run along the
entire length of the fence, as
being injury-prone safety
haiards to children
attempting to craw! through

•them
The corrective work was

estimated to cost about $1,2TO
it wss disclosed Smith
wondered who would bear
this additional coat

Drainage Problem
Encountered

Smith expressed concern
over the crevices that run
along the sides of the
sidewalks created by the
landscaping in which
residents could easily injure
themselves by inadvertently
stepping into them

Musial stated that the
contractor, Freehold Lawn
Service, would be required to
elevate the sod to meet the
fence bottom and to perform
whatever is needed to
remove the existing
deficiencies to make them
right

A more extensive problem
revealed by Musial was a
clogged drainage pipe
beneath the surface ofjtfie
blacktopped basketball
courts which sustained
erosion damage

The pipe, running parallel
to the center dividing fence,
separating the courts from
the track cinder path and the
nodded field, connects two
small surface level catch
basins on the blacktopped
area and a third basin »n the
area threatening to wash out
the cinder path

down cinders on the path
until the repair work is
completed although he did
not think runoff would occur
afterwards, when the pipe
problem is eliminated.
