October 10,1985, we have additional information given to us
recently in a casual conversation with Joe Szraga and his
older brother Michael Szraga.

Joe it now in his second year of retirement after many
years as a Pennsylvania Railroad (now Conrail) locomotive
engineer, who has an extensive collection of pictures,
documents, publications and other railroad mementoes
which he put on display during the 300th anniversary of Mid-
dlesex County and 75th anniversary of the chartering of the
City of South Amtoy, held in 1983.

Hte brother Mike is the only surviving charter member of
the South Amboy First Aid and still on active duty.

They both recall when the revered John Bull engine visited
South Amboy, its native city, about fifty year ago or longer.
and was placed on exhibit

The John Bull, which on rare occasions, is taken from
retirement from iti home of 100 years at the Smithsonian In-
stitute, Washington, D C . » presently on display at Dallas,
Tex**, until the end of October.

Joe and Mike inform us that the John Bull was brought to
South Amboy on a flatbed railroad car and placed on display
on a former railroad siding just below the railroad crossing
on Augusta Street, below Broadway, where the Pennsylvania
Railroad maintained a freight station and, farther In on the
left still has its car repair shops.

, The John Bull, which was the first live-steam self-propelled
locomotive in America, was in the service of the Amboy and
Camden Railroad from 1831 to 1865, before being turned over
to the Institute for preservation and exhibit.

Joe and Mike were youngsters at the time but they
remember large numbers of city residents and out-of-
towners coming to view the cherished engine.

Railroad men acquire a great love for the railroad. One of
these men Is John Bernard Dobrxynski who. though he worked
on the railroad only briefly during his South Amboy High
School days. Clan of IMS, he developed tremendous interest
in the railroad, enough to build a tit-foot circular track on nit
front lawn on Lee Avenue and a genuine miniature locomotive
that generated its own live iteam that pulled several
miniature cars around the track to the pleasure of
neighborhood children who begged to ride in the cars.

All the equipment was built in his cellar. Coal to operate
the locomotive was imported from Walea, Great Britain, by
WAV of Canada, and was acquired in lots of 1100 pounds at a
time The whistles and locomotion thrilled the youngsters,
many of them strangers whose children saw the track and
train from Main Street as they were passing by and urged
their parents to stop there Many of them never saw a live
steam locomotive before

John took employment with the New York and Long
Branch Railroad while a student at South Amboy High School,
working shifts after school hours and during the summers at a
time when the railroad from Newark to South Amboy was
being electrified

Coincidental^, the Conrail Railroad, which presently
owns the facilities, completed the electrification of the reat of
the tracks to Matawan and beyond, fifty years later John
livedat 109N Feltua Street in 1935

The miniature railroad was in operation for IB years, until
1963, when, through use and weather exposure, it deteriorated

While at South Amboy High John met his wire, the former
Edith Morriss, also a student there, and married her In 1940.

John is a long time member of the Eastern Live Steamers
Club at Lyndhurat. in Bergen County Park, which operates a
club trackspread out over I wo acres of land.

In his bschelor days and beyond. John and Stanley
Pacskowski, who then lived on John Street, above Pine
Avenue, owned in partnership a !6-foot racing sailboat Comet
which they entered in racea at the Raritan Yacht Club, Perth
Amboy.

John, for many years, was assistant scoutmaster for Boy
Scout Troop ft I whan John Tracy Dill was scoutmaster It was
**" t im >com troop in South Amboy tnd mat at the Baptist
Church on Second Street.

Ha alao organised Sacred Heart Boy Scout Troop HI and
waa Iti sooutmaster for It years
