Karcher continues fight to
keep property taxes down

Assembly ipeaker Alan Karcher ha* made permanent property tax reform one
of his highest priorities in the Legislature Ho is continuing the fight to substantially
reduce the property tax burden of New Jersey homeowners and renters

The Governor has proposed using part of the State's Si billion surplus to give
people either a one-time additional rebate on their property taxes, or a one time
rebate on their income taxes. Neither of those one-shot deals is going to help us in the
years to come or bring any real tax reform, Karcher said

The Democrat* have proposed allowing homeowners to deduct Ihetr property
taxes from their gross income when filing their income tax forms That s a step in
the right direction But New Jerseyans pay the third highest property taxes in the na
noii, and what we need now is a complete overhaul of our tax system. ' he said

Karcher has introduced a bill to cap homeowners' and renters property tax
payments at an amount equal to 5 percent of their gross income The cap would ap-
ply to residents whose New Jersey taxable income is leu than 160,000 Homeowners
would gst * return of up to 9N0 ol their m e m payment every year

The baJJ had been approved by the General Assembly and awaits action in a
Senate Committee.

"The benefit of my proposal is not based on where people live or what the assess
ed value of their property is. or what the tax rate in their town is It is based solely on
how their property tax bill measures against their adjusted gross income." Karcher
said.

Assembly's majority leader urges
ouster of acting director of DMV

A Democratic leader in the Assembly
called recently for the governor to remove
the acting director of the Division of Motor
Vehicles

Majority Leader John Paul Doyle,
D-Ocean. made the request after an ex
ecutive of Price Waterhouse told an
Assembly committee that acting Director
Robert Kline told him "it would be good
business" to buy tickets to a Republican
fund-raising event.

The comments were made before the
Assembly's Law, Public Safety and
Defense Committee, which is investigating
the handling of a 96.5 million consulting con-
tract Price Waterhouse received for a new
computer at the motor vehicles division

Kline denied ever having made the
remark to the Price Waterhouse executive,
William J. Driscoll. The comment was in-
cluded in a memo Driscoll presented to the
committee.

"DriscoU's memo is in error," Kline
said outside the committee room after he
was denied the opportunity to speak to the

committee by Chairman Joseph Bocchmi
I) Mercer, Middlesex, Somerset

Kline said his discussions with Dnscoll
about the Governor's Ball were limited to a

brief, quick, general conversation." in
which he told Dnscoll whatever he did was
strictly a business decision that had no
bearing whatsoever on the computer con
tract "

Less than a week after the conversa
lion, according to Driscoll, Price
Waterhouse donated $15,000 to the event

Price Waterhouse was hired without
competitive bidding to design the compute!
system, which later proved inadequate to
handle the needs of the Division of Motor
Vehicles Driscoll testified under subpoena
after he refused to appear before the panel
at a hearing Driscoll, a partner in the com-
pany's Morristown office, told the panel
that he spoke with Kline, who was then
deputy director of the division, within days
after being contacted by a Republican Par-'
ty fund-raiser soliciting support for the
Governor's Ball

Edison Bridge delayed as
bid goes to indicted firm

At a hearinK in the Slate House on
October 7. an Assembly Investigating
Committee heard Speaker Alan Karcher
demand to know why the DOT disqualified
the low bid submitted by South Orange
contractor, Pressure Concrete 4 Grouting
Co . and instead awarded the work to
Schiavone Construction Co of Secaucus,
whose bid was $800,000 higher The $2.2
Million contract was given to Schiavone to
rehabilitate the Edison Bridge over the
Raritan River, despite the fact that
Schiavone has been indicted in New York
on charges of cheating the city out of
millions of dollars, and has been
disqualified from bidding on other public
work in that state

Karcher and Otlowski have been
urging the rehabilitation of this Bridge for
more than 2 years because they claim it
constitutes a danger to the motoring public

The Speaker claimed that the DOT, headed
by Kean appointee Commissioner Roger
Bodman. had in effect sacrificed the
public's interests by not prosecuting the
low bidder and its bonding company,
instead of disqualifying them on a
technicality, and leaving them off the hook.
State and Highway Engineer Jack
Fretdenrich, with the Department for 36
years, said that he knew of no other incident
similar lo this in the prior history of the
Department.

Karcher points out that in addition to
the taxpayers taking a "shellacking" for
$800,000, the actual work on improving
the Bridge and making it safe for traffic, is
to be delayed until next spring by
Schiavone. He claimed this is just one more
illustration of how the public and the
taxpayers are being "taken" by the Kean
Administration.
