Prior to its purchase by
Marathon, the edifice served
at Tom Scully's Funeral
Parlor which terminated
after Tom died

Tom lived in the buiJding
next door, on the corner of
Stevens Avenue and Henry
StTMt, the recent residence
of the Lowandoski Family,
which was torn down earlier
this year after suffering a
severe fire last year It is
now an empty lot.

The M rathon Bus Line
Co. was < thriving firm for
many >ears when bus
transportation was heavily
patronised and private
automobiles were the luxury
of the wealthy.

They were almost always
filled to capacity with
paaaengers running on
eatabliahed routes from
Perth Amboy to South Am-
boy, Perth Amboy to
K«yport, and Perth Amboy
to Keansburg, dav and night,
and later to ana from the
Sayrewoods Shopping
Center.

Early Bet History
la Area

The first buses appeared
in South Amboy in or about
1911. They were scavenger

who tried to bcaak tho

monopolies of the trolley
lines owned by Public Ser
vice of Newark and Central
Jersey faction Company of
Keyport. which ran through
South Amboy

The trolley companies
rough tenaciously to main
tain their monopolies and to
protect their declining finan-
cial interests and in
veetmenta Individual bus
operators, and particularly
enterprising car owners who
used their vehicles »» taxis,
cut deeply into trolley pro-
ceeds.

One of the earliest bus-
operating adventurers is
believed to have been "Big
Red" Bill Rosenvinge of
Bordentown Avenue, who
ran Bills Red Bus Line

The Tauber Brothers also
ran buses from Perth Amboy
to South Amboy as did Cliff
Cohen of Perth Amboy.
There were others also,
about six in all

The Marathon Bus Co,
however, took hold because
of the vision of the Doukas
family. The father, James
Doukas, owned the
Marathon Hotel on Smith
Street (see story on Stanley
(Dan Press > Cieslsrczyk >.

The last surviving son,
Kenneth (Connie), worked
the most years with the firm
and presently resides on
High Street, the past 45
years in retirement. He
worked hard and long hours
to maintain the bus line
through the lean 1960's and
IMO's when automobiles
became easily accessible
and filled the roads.

Central Jersey Traction
trolley company went out of
busineas in September, 1924
It had the Perth Amboy
South Amboy • Keyport •
Keansburg - Union City
route.

Public service, which had
the Perth Amboy - South
Amboy Sayreville South
River New Brunswick
route, ran a few years
longer.

TWe Busy Year*
ef MarattMe

When Marathon Bus Line
Co was in its prime yars, it
ran many special, charter
trips as well as its regularly-
serviced routes.

Starting with one or two
buses, it grew to a fleet of
sixteen eventually and main-
tained a passenger waiting
station and ticket office at
the Stevens Avenue car
barn

Connie Doukas formerly
lived with his wife Mildred in
an apartment above the car
barn and graduated from St
Marys High School. South
Amboy

A very pleasant, mild-
mannered person, Connie
later took in his nephews.
Christopher snd Peter
Nicholas, as partners

During the Great Depres-
sion years of the lHO's. the
Marathon Company made a
regular circuit run around
Parlin. Morgan. Sayreville,
South Amboy, Madison
Township and Laurence
Harbor picking up WPA
(Workers Progress Ad-
ministration) workers and
transporting them to MenJu
Psrk where Middlesex Coun-
ty was constructing
Roosevelt Park under a
federal grant to provide
relief work for unemployed
workers

One of the mementoes of
this time is a twenty-five-
f"Qt high monument
mounted on squat legs and
surrounded by s concrete
circular wall to form a poo)
and which once contained
water within the pool.

The monument wait con
structed in association with
the South Amboy Terra Cot
ta Company which had it*
demise about a quarter ten
tury ago

It can be seen after walk
ing a short distance from the
Roosevelt Park main en
trance on Route 27 and along
Grand view Avenue

South Amboy Terra Cota
made the multi-colored
gargoyles and sea serpents
and other creature demons
of the o>p that are imbedded
into it around its circular
sides at various levels of
height and is surmounted by
a large glove and probably
signifies the maritime im
portance of the county at
that time.

It should be repaired and
preserved as an historical
site

Marathon had many South
Amboyans in their employ
as bus drivers, the names of
some of which are not
remembered except by their
families and friends

Stanley (Dan Press*
Cieatarvsyk and brother An-
ton were two of them
Another was John Scully

Coming to mind are others
such as Patrick (Patsy)
Hoover. Herb Roxbury, Joe
Doyle, Tom Saunders, Jerry
Crone, Al Jerome. Sam
Turner, Frank Meszaros,
Kip HanseU. BUI Wilson,
George Evtgan. Ed McKeon,
Larry Keays, Joe Nowal,
and Bill and Ed Render,
among others

George Beck of Perth Am
boy, later of South Amboy.
and Joe DcMarco were the
r*r barn bus mechanics Joe
Sikoriki was the interior bus •
carpenter and maintenance
man.
