irms to allow them to
increase their removal of
dredged sand from the
Ambrose Channel from
800,000 cubic yards annually
to 2 milhon cubic yards in
vach of the next ten years.
which the residents opposed
Chief spokesmen for the
firms were their attorney

and vice-president . Rubert
[fresnack of Simoff
Associates and a noise
poliution control expert
Argo T Parrello and Scott D

Four Concerns

from Residents

Zammitl enumerated four
principal concerns faced by

mulually with the arphcam
andtheresidents toeliminate
the noise problem. Although
he declared that he had taken
soundings frem various
locations in the ares and
found that the noise control
complies  with existing
regulations

He revealed that some of
the nois® generated comes
from other sources, such as
the 48 trains thut New Jersey
Transit operates between
New York and South Amboy
daily and that the sand dunes,
or stockpiling on the
company property, often
serves as anoise barrier

Continuous operations of

the bull dozers on the sand
dunes. he said, do not exceed
85 decibels and do not effect
the quality of life standard or

relate to health hazards

Horezga also complaimed
of the beepers and public
address system sounds that
come from the Mc€Cormack
operations

Other compiaints made by
residents pertained to the use
of c1ity water to wash the
dredged material up to an
allottment of a milhon
Rallons a day . during a perid
of water shortage

Rosamiha deciared that
only 20% of the sand s
treated with [resh water in
the processing of material for
concrete manufacturing
sand supplies and that 80%, of
the sand is washed with salt
water

The sand. he su1d 18 not
actually “"cleaned by the
water bul water 1s usea to
grade it into fine or coarse
grains Heremarked that the
firm has not used fresh water
at all during the past three
weeks and that water used in
the future may he
recirculated to conserve it

Zammit, who revealed that
he had toured the area prior

the residents:  poiséfo the meeting lo see for
pollution, air mn.‘ himself. stated that he is
roundwater i@' on, and looking for ‘lareas of
ooding. concern and not
Forrer described the complaints. that could be

flooding of a field opposite his
home where he has driven a
stake to measure the rise of
water in May during what he
called a prolonged drought
season.

Ordinance Sets Limits
on Locations of
Licessed Liquer Sites

A city ordinance reguiating
liquor dispensing premises
was modified to descrihe
where such premaises could
be located

The ordinance. taken up on
first and second reading and
then moved to he advertised’
as prescribed by law, was
acted upon at Monday s
counctl meeting -

It specifies that no plenary
retail consumption licerise or
retail distribution hcense
shall be issued. or a place-to

lace ransfer of an existing
icense he granted for the
sale of alcoholic beverages.
at premises which are within
750 feet of an existing
heensed premise

It alsorestricts the iocation
of such premises within 1500
feet of any church or school
unless this prohibition 1s
waived at the time of the
license 1asuance or renewal
by the duly authorized
koverning body or the
authority of the school or
church . "

Exceptions to the amended
regulations are made in the
case of a renewal or person-
to-person transfer of any
plenary retail consumption
or distribution license which
is already inexistence
