Applicant for the
development and the sole
owner of the undeveloped
rty, Peter M. Mocco, of
orth Bergen. was not
present. being represented at
the hearing by local attorney
Robert McGowan and
Rroject enﬂineer James P.
ovacs. Mocco was also
absent at the October 26th

mesting.
Planning 2oard ~hairman
Wilbur Schmidt again

announced an 11:00 pm.
termination of the meeting.
As that curfew time
approached, most of the
residents had, by then had
the occasion to speak.

The 34.7 acres of land
g:;oposed for the homes, is

unded to the rear by the
New Jersea and Central
Company Railroad, now
Conrail, and is separated
from the railroad by a
continuous ten-foot buffer
zone.

Entrance to the project is
from Stevens Avenue on to
Pupek Road, and from Puped
Road to a rresenlly-located
basketball court. access
road, a paper street called
FinchStreet.

In the opposite direction,
branching of from Pupek
Road are Yasko Court,
L.ovely Drive, Grace Drive,
Barkalow Street. and
Charmeilo Drive. which
along with homeowners
along Pupek Road, would
generate traffic flow.
converging at the Pupek
Road-Stevens Avenuye
Intersection.

Traffic Congestion
Citedas Hazard

The completed
development would add
additional traffic problems
along Pupek Roud which was
described as u narrow
passageway which does not
allow two cars. traveling in
vpposite directions, to pass
each other without “'courtesy
SMops and slowdowns™ given
by residential car owners
uving the road. as brought out
by several residents.

At the previous meeting,
held October 268th,
Councilman  John F.
Ciszewski gave the
dimensions of Pupek Road as
heing 29'; feet in width,
constricting the smooth,
unencumbered pansage of
cars passing each other on
the street, compounded by
residontial vehicles parked
by their homes on either side
as lacking the 40 feet needed

ordinarily.

The paper street, called
Finch Street, as shown on the
plat provided by the
developer, would exit onto
another paper street runni?
parallel to Pupek Road,
called Robin Drive.

Al the Stevens Avenue end
of Robin Drive is a cul-de-
sac, withan opening in it fora
Narrow emergency access
road connecting in Drive
with Stevens Avenue.

Offshoots of Robin Drive
are a pair of cul-de-sacs to be
called Quail Drive and
Pheasant Way, abutting the
railroad buffer zone, and at
the other end of Robin Drive,
a semi-circular street named
Tern Street, intersecling
Robin Drive at two points at
or near Barkalow Street and
CharmelloDrive

The 20-acre homesite is to
be erecte dby the Stevens
Avenue Development!
Corporation which s
headquartered at Jersey
City A previous application
submitted by Mocco in 1982
was withdrawn.

The anticipatedtraffic flow
pattern resulting if the
project development is
approved. was the central
issue of last week's hearing.

Project engineer James P
Kovacs reiterated that the
traffic flow pattern had not
changed over the past
several years in any
appreciable number.

traffic study had been
made, as revealed last
month, by Henry Ney nf
Freehold, of Abbington-Ney
Associates, on behalf of
developer Mocco. indicuing
that between 7:30 a.m. an
8:30 a.m.. peak hours, about
82 vehicles were counted
entering and exiting Pupek
Road from Stevens Avenue.
During the 4:15 pm. to 5:15
p.m evening peak hours,
about 115-120 vehicles were
counted using that
intersection.

Councilman's Figures
Differ on Counts
Councilman Ciszewski
declared that the most recent
traffic survey taken by Ney's
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counters on November 4th,
“s day Saint Mary’s School
Wwas not in session,”’ was not
realistic.

Ciszewski revealed that he
had counted 722 vehicies
using the intersection
between 7:30 am and 8:30
am.

.Additionally, he disclosed,
there were 538 vehicles,
entering and leaving. from
6:00a.m and 7:15a.m., and
161 vehicles from 8:30a.m. to
9:30 a.m., for a total of 1,471
vehicles from 6:00 a.m. to
9:30a.m.

Likewise, from2:00p.m. to
6:00 p.m.. he remarked that
there were 1,461 vehicles
uair? theintersection.

‘‘Stevens Avenue and
Ridgeway Avenue traffic
problems are unbearable,”
during the peak rush hours,
the Councilmansaid.

“It takes me ten to fifteen
minutes to get through
Conover Street alone to get to
work'' he maintained. "My
prime concern is the safety of
our people! We are not
against building homes but
agains! property
infringement rights How
muchmorecanbhebear®"

Ciszewski also alluded to
the flooding conditions
occurring at the hole-in-the-
wallduring heavy rainfalls.

Concerning the developer-

roposec relocation of the

asketball court to provide
for Finch Street, Ciszewski
stated “‘What equity do we
have in the court?
What costs to the reisdents
has the basketbail court
incurredover the past twenty
vears’?”

Ciszewski referred to Lot
27. th elocation of the current
basketbali court, whose
ownership had been in doubt
since Amshore Realty built
some of the homes there in
the early 1960's and,
allegedly. was to have turned
over the lot to the city for
recreational purposes and
apparently neglected to do
“his.
