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McCormack to Install
Monitoring Wells

In rettponhe to complumis
from residents of Lower
Augusta Street and Host'well
Street about rising water
levels in their neighborhood.
McCormack Aggregate*, a
•and processing firm,
proposed to irtHtall
measuring wells in various
areas to measure the water
table rise

Thil proposal is a
substitute for placing such
wells on private property to
avoid anv possible future
legal issues, according to
Mayor J Thomas Cross

Originally. such a
measuring device was
intended to be placed on the
propert) oi Coorge Forrer of
Rotewell Street who had
verbally consented to this at
a previous US Army Corps
of Engineers meeting

Korrer disclosed at last
week's council meeting that
he had received a tall from
Richard RoHemtliu, chief
operating officer for
McCormack Aggregate*.
advising him of the change in
plans

Mayor Cross explained
that the wells are actually
calibrated piped driven into
the ground to measure the
riseoV the water

Three such pipes will be
used in the locality, it was
revealed

One of the pipes, or wells,
will be situated on Rosewell
Street, between Augusta «nd
David Streets, and the two
others near the Henry and
George Street5 intersect urns

Forrer informed the mayor
and council last week that
never has there r*t-n as much
water in the field as there is
now

He was referring to the
field across the street from
his residence where a stake
has been driven into the
ground by the neighbors to
gauge the water level

Forrer stated that several
more neighborhood residents
had water in their basements
now. He was informed He
declared that the
groundwater level rose three
and a half feet

Mayor Cross replied that
McCormack is committed to
correct the situation

"t am paying a hefty bill for
electricity". Forrer declared
referring to a pump he
operates in his basement to
extricate water seeping in.

Another resident. Mike
Patuchinea. reported that he

had tailed the
Knvironmental Protection
Agency in Trenton to
complain about the dust
resulting from the sand stock
pile maintained near lower
Augusta Street on its
property

"The sand is blowing all
over our homes and cars "he
declared

An official at the
E P A office informed
him. he said, that
McCormack is required to
erect silk screen as high as
the thirty-foot mounds to
prevent the sand from being
blown into the surrounding
area

Vince Mackiel. who lives
on Augusta Street and is a
principal spokesman for the
residents, said that the
problems have to be dealt
with on u c-ont inumg ba« is

A decision is awaited from
the Corps of Kngmeers on
whether the Great Lake
Dredge and Dock Company
will he permitted to increase
its intake of sand from the
Ambrose Federal
Navigational Channel from
its present ly permitted
800,000 cubic yards to
2.000.000 cubic yards
annually for the next ten
years

The action of tides from the
bay and the recent heavy
rainfalls may have
compounded the
groundwater How problem, it
was disclosed

Duiets Tree Experts was
the low bidder for tree
trimming and removal The
cost of the contract was set at
$11,113.

Charles Schaefer and Sons,
lnc »v«s awarded a contract
in the amount of $26 45 per ton
of rock salt notto exceed 600
tons at that unit price The
firm submitted the lowest bid
on this material

Kuehne Chemical
Company, lnc was the low
bidder for liquid caustic
soda. The contract price was
set at 10 5885 per gallon, not to
exceed 20,000 ga lions

A contract for ch'orine WHS
granted to Charle* Schaefer
and Sons, lnc a\ a cost f,f
134 00 per C W T The
contract limits the purchase
of chlorine to65.000 pounds

All contracts were
unanimously approved h\
the members of the eouiril

ArgoT Parrello. P E of
French and Parrello
Associate of Partin, informed
attorney Arthur W Burgess
of Woodbridge in a letter
dated November 25th of his
investigation of subsurface
soil and groundwftfer
conditions at the site of
McCormack Aggregate A
copy of the letter was
obtained at last weeks'
council meeting

Both Burgess and Parrello
represent to sand processing
firm which is a subsidiary of
Great Lake Dredge and
Dock Company which is
extracting sand from the
Ambrose FederalNavigation
Channel off Staten Island for
McCormack Aggregate

The purpose of the
investigation, the letter
states, "was to define soil and
groundwater conditions Jtt
the si»e and to assess the
impac» of McCormack s
operation on the ground
water table surrounding
their property"

According to the letter.
McCormack stockpiles sand
and gravel on their propert)
by being hvdrautically
pumped there from a barge
stationed in Rantan Hay

Parrello states that the
stock piling cycle takes
approximately four weeks

The ratio of water to sand is
eight parts water to one part
sand

Parrello discloses in the
letter ihat the investigation
involved test borings and
groundw«t*r monitoring
wells, comencing in early
summer of 1985 after
completion of the first
subsurface groundwater

"In order to increase the
rate of discharge of dredge
water back into the bay
during the second cycle.'
Parrello continues, "our
client elected to lower the
detention basin level, to
increfl'-e the number of
pumps and to install a cross
underdrain ath the northern
end of the site which was
connected to the detention
basic '

"In addition, the pumping
cycle was reduced from a
twelve-hour cycle to an eight
hour cycle

These measures are all
intended to decrease the rate
of application of dredge
water into the site and to
increase the rate of return of
the dredge water'into the
bav

"'Finally, our client had
additional monitoring wells
installed at the site and is
having them monitored
daily, before during .in<1

after the second pumping
cycle

"Following the second
cycle, it is our intent to
evaluate the well.
c l imatologica l and
operational data (dredge
pump log) and to further
assess the need for additional
measures to control the
run-off of the dredge water
from the site '

Ginger Quirk, Cussie Zulin
and Martha Holton presented
a letter to the city officials <>n
behalf of their co-workers
asking that their hourly pay
of $5 08 be increased by one
dollar They were informed

The mayor and councilmen
are presently in the process
of preparing the upcoming
city budget

Shown to the city officials
was a plastic vest that the
crossing guards wear while
on duty The vest, 1he>
itated. was uncomfortable,
being cold in winter and hot in
th« early tummtr and early
fall TTiey preferred a cottnr.
fabric vest

Entitled to one sick day per
month and ten vacation days,
the spokesmen declared that
their holidays are uncertain
since the parochial school
holiday schedules do not
always coincide with the
holiday calendar of the public
schools

A loss of pay is incurred b\
them, they said, during Cit\
Crossing Guards days of
inclement weather, such as
hurricanes and snowfalls,
when school sessions are
cancelled

There are presently
eighteen regular school
crossing guards and several
substitutes They are not
granted anv personal days
nor are they invited to
noliday parties or picnics
scheduled for othe city
employees, they declared

Councilman Bruce
Richmond stated that the
sweeper arrives when
residents have not vet left for
their places of employment.

diffitThe holidays are one of the most difficult seasons for the
increasing number of people with eating disorders and their
families, according to Charles A. Murkofsky, M D .director of
the Anorexia/Bulimia Treatment and education Center
1 ABtec) at Gracie Square Hospital in New York

"Holiday feasting and family togetherness trigger
abnormal eating episodes in the affected family member and
can ruin the holiday for the whole family," said Dr
Murkofsky

He noted that family intimacy and large quantities of food,
particularly traditional high calorie holiday treats, terrorize
people with eating disorders They fear becoming fat and
imagine that food, as well as anyone who encourages them to
eat, are their enemies.

"A person with an eating disorder will often bully the
family into having turkey without all the trimmings, or refuse
to participate in the holiday meal at all If they do partake,
they may only pick at their meal or rush from the table to
purge themselves of what they've eaten This denies the rest of
the family a chance to enjoy a normal holiday and they react
with anger, criticism and a strong desire to control the
person'seating behavior," said Dr Murkofsky

Families can learn how to handle the holidays more
effectively if they give recognition to the eating disorder
instead of denying its existence, keep the communication lines
open with the affected person, and make mutually agreeable
compromises on food choices.

According to Dr. Murkofsky. the most common forms of
eating disorders are Anorexia Nervosa, a self-induced
starvation, and Bulimia, a dangerous cycle of binging and
purging, ft most often strikes females between the ages of is
and 34 years.
