Tree-trimming is a custom that was exported
from Germany to England in the late 18th century But it was
not popularised until the IMO't when Prince Albert introduced
it Into the royal family, thereby setting a precedent which has
since been followed by royalty and the common man alike

It is said thai Martin Luther was so moved by the sight of
stars twinkling in the iky above a grove of evergreen trees,
that he sought to simulate their effect by setting candh* on a
small evergreen which he brought into his home

In Victorian England, the Christmas tree was laden with
sweats, fruits and nuts—as well as dancing candles These
edibles were not eaten until the dismantling of the tree on the
Twelfth Night, adding and element of gaiety to the otherwise
sobering activity of putting decorations away until the next
year.

Eventually, ornaments made by glassblowers and wood
carvers came to replace the edible decorations on Christmas
trees. Today, tree-trimming has been elevated to a
considerable art form, a medium for the trimmer's

for drainage be permitted
there. He was assured that
his concern would be taken
into account by the city
engineer

Leonard Entrabartolo of
North Stevens Avenue asked
who would be responsible for
damage caused by heavy

duty construction and supply
vehicles using Pupek Road
during the construction
period to homes and
property

Planning Board Chairman
Wilbur Schmidt replied that
the developer's insurance
carrier would assume such
responsibilities

Betty Entrabartolo
"inquired what would

happen should the developer
receive approval and then
sells out to another developer
before construction of the
homes Ku.sic replied that the
succredding developer would
be subject to the same
resolution conditions and
could not negate am
agreements reached

Jean (Jama staled her
concerns about student buses
negotiating Finch Street and
about the safety of children in
the area relating to buses and
construction vehicles

McGowan slated that if fire
trucks can maneuver in the
area, so can the buses and
that students are also within
walking distance of school
bus stops

When Mary Kulcmati
expressed her opinion that
she felt the board is for the
developer and not the
people "Mayor Cross replied
that the hoard cannot
arbitrarily say "no to an
applicant "We are obligated
lo look at every amenity and
decide what is good or not
good for the commumiy

Frank Cataldo who
expressed strong opposition
to the development, "a
matter of conscience" for
board members was told the
performance hond given by
the developer would be in
excess of $1.2 million

Resident Bob Hecht asked
for clarification of the 10-ft
buffer easemt.it behind
Pupek Road inhabitants and
was answered by McGowan
who said he researched the
matter and that he found out
that the built in easement had
lapsed since the area was
rezoned residential The 10
ft buffer strip now becomes
the property of individual
resident home owners since
no commercial or
manufacturing firms were
built there to be protected by
Jhe strip under the previous
zoning

City Council should be aware
of our concern in any further
devejopment in the town that
is being planned with regard
to lack of school facilities,
increased costs, and safety
for our children

In the application.
Clearview is shown to contain
a cul de sac to be situated at
the Stevens Avenue end of the
proposed Hobin Drive
which is to be entered bv an
emergency road from
Stevens Avenue

Two other cul de sacs,
Quail Drive and Pheasant
Way. are to adjoin Robin
Drive

Traffic flow on Pupek
Kottd, once the development
is completed, if approved, is
expected to double
Residents feel that this flow
of the traffic on Pupek Road
would cause safety hazards
because of the narrowness of
the roadway which does not
allow two-directional pass
age of vehicles withou'.
"courtesy stops' by
residents to permit the flow
between cars parked on the
street

Monday night, the City
Council gave permission to
Citv Law Director Clark
Conver) lo negotiate a land
exchange with Stevens
Avenue Development
Corporation to allow the
conversion of a plot now used
as a basketball court to an
access road to the proposed
home project

Convery revealed that
Robert McGbwan. attorney
for Clearview, had addressed
him on this matter to make
the present recreational area
the Finch Street access road
in exchange for a parcel of
land nine times as large

The proposed recreational
site would be situated i w
Finch Street and would
contain 43,500 square feet to
include two tennis courts, a
basketball court, a tot area
with sandboxes and sitting
benches and parking
facilities

Asa result, lot 27, block 154,
which Clark Convery stated
that without a doubt belongs
to the city, was by resolution
authorized to he negotiated
by contract for exchange and
that the developer "will
obtain any and all interest
third parties may have to Lot
27 in Block 154 and vest full
title to the property in the
Citv of South Amboy "

Convery added that an
ordinance would have to be
passed to finalise the
exchange and to make Lot ft
a dedicated street
