Travelers about to hit the
international trail --
particularly Third World
countries or South America --
are taking advautage of a
ne'w service provi by the
Division of ° Infectlious
Disease and Immunology at
Rutgers Medical School of
the University of Medicine
and Dentistry of New Jersey
(UMDNJ).

Announcement of the
immunization service
against yellow fever, cholera
and t d as well as other
infections was made recenlty
by David J. Gocke, M.D , the
school’'s chief of the
infectious diseases division
on the New Brunswick
cam

il we started this
nervice " said Melvin P.
Weinstein, M.D., who
initiated the program.
“travejers usually had to go
to Newark Airport for their
immunization and medical
advice concermnp travel to
off-beat climes ' He noted
that while routine vacation
travel is drawing to a close
for this season, the medical
school's service (on a
moderate fee basis) is open
year-round.

Dr. Weinstein, an
infectious disease specialist
and associate professor at
the medica school,
commented that the further
on¢ travels away from
traditional tourist areas, the
more Ilkelihood there is of
catchlnm infectious

e said travelers to

Western Europe need no

innoculations, but anyone

soing where tror ical
iseases flourish would be

foolish not to take

apxmpnate precautions.
nyone requiring a series

of shots should make
arrangemenis several
months before planned
departure, Dr. Weinstein
cautioned, because often
there is an interval required
betweenthem. Appointments

past {ew years. Every year
eligibility for benefits and the
array available benefits
are changed and vey few
veterans or their survivors
keop up with the latest rules.
Because of this, and changes
in their circumstances many
veterans, their families and
survivors are now entitied to
money and other benefits
from the government even
though they were not eligible
inthe past.

These were the findings of

a study group of the
Consumer Education
Research Center, a 16-year-
old rational non-profit
consumer group. They found
that over one-fourth of the
money paid in vetersns
benefits goes to persons who
never served in the armed
forces of the United States.
Most of these were related by
blood or marriage to
veterans bul many were nnt.
Others were members of the
armed forces of countries
who fought with us against
our enemies.

In fact
eligibility and  benefits
change constantly and some
e not eligible in
previous years are now able
tostart receiving money.
