treatment plants of South
Amboy and our. two
neighbors This action is
mandated by both federal
and state governments Al
though we will have to
abandon our plant on
Rosev^j] Street in 1986, I
pledge again that no existing*
employee will lose his job as a
result of this project During
1BB5, the city adopted an or
dinance setting up a fee
schedule of separate sewer
charges for residents and
businesses. This action was
necessary in order lor the
city to receive federal and
slate funding of fifty five
percent of the eligible costs of
this project

In IMS, new property-tax
assessments were conducted
and the city wide revaluation
was successfully completed
