Repairs To Be Made On Route 35

Transportation Commiss-
roner Roger A. Bodman.
announced that the Depart-
ment  would advertise
Thursday, January 16, for the
resurfacing and installation
of temporary barrier curb
along a 2 2/-mile stretch of
Route 35 in Old Bridge and
Aberdeen Townships.

“Our decision to put in the
temporary barrier this
spring is the direct result of
DOT's experiment with the
flexible delineators during
thefall. ' Bodmansaid

It would have muade nre
sense  to  instal  the
termporary barrier without
the delinealor test becauxe
aur professional staff was
concerned that we would be
creating a worse safety
situation than now exists,”
the Commissioner said

[t was onjy after the test
that DOT's engineering staff
hecame convinced that the
temporary barrier could
work safely.’’ he continued.

During the six-week
experiment which took place
in October and November,
DOT staff did numerous
traffic volume and direction-
al counts, according to
Bodman.

Flexible delineators were
installed to nrohibit left-
turns, forcing motorists to
use existing jughandles to
access businesses along the
road The delineators were
removed in December

According to Bodman,
DOT findings indicate that
head-on and lefl-turn
collisions can be virtually
eliminated by the installation
of center barrier without a
significant impact on traffic
flow along that stretch of
road.

"“The existing road with
center barrier and a couple of
minor interim traffic flow
and capacity changes will
function adequately until we
can begin permanent
improvements in 1988,
Bodman said. ‘'Design of
future improvements,
including wideninf and
relocated jughandles, is
underway .

Bodman noted that the
permanent improvement is
"‘essential to the long-term
safe operation of Route 35 in
Old Bridge and Aberdeen.”
