Planning Board
Okays Development

After four trips before the
Planning Board, the 109
single unit Clearview home
development project was
given preliminary spproval
atthe January 22 meeting.

The decision was delayed
from the board’'s Decem
meeting when Planning
Board attorney Gregory
Kusic and Planning Board
Consultant H. Thomas Carr
advised board members to
delay the dicision pending the
receipt of additional
documents (rom other
agencies. Specifcally the
board was waiting upon
information from cily
Engineer Frederick Kurtz
and the Middlesex County
engineering department.

A letter was sent with the
city’s engineer to the
planning hoalrdfrec:omh mend-
ing approval of the t.
The leptit,er from Kump:l!l.:c

"“This office has not besn
involved in any of the
hearings, testimony or
correspondence pertainingto
this application. It is not the
intent of this report to limit,
contradict or supersede any
requirements or reports of
the planning consultant.

"On the basis of our review
we find that additional
drainage facilities should be
considered for construction
ut the easterly terminus of
Robin Drive inthe form of de-
tention facilities.

The draining requirements
were viie of six coaditions
placed on the application.

The other conditions
include the original bulk
variance, a letter from city
attorney Clark Convery in
regards to a land exchange,
widening the emergency
entrance to the development
from 12 feet to 15 feet. test-
mony based on last week’s
meeting for an easement and
standard municipal condi-
tions.

Altorneyfor the developers
Robert McGowan said the
conditions would not present
aproblem.

The proposed development
had been criticized by nearby
homeowners at the
Deceruber public portion of
the hearings A letter from
the Board of Education main-
tained that the additional
students estimated at 185,
would strain the present
school facilities. Pupek Road
residents said the one access
road for the project will
create a major traffic
problem for their street.
