Computers and education
go hand-in hand today Even
children of preschool age
have computerized toys at
home to help them count and
spell But the principal of
Sacred Heart Elementary
School felt the need for
computers for another
reason

After becoming principal
in 1984, Slater Mary Vianney
felt that the students' educa-
tion, needed more advance-
ment. When asked why she
began the computer
program, she responded, " I
felt a dire need to upgrade
the school with modern
programs such as
computers". Sister Vianney
added that the program was
"the basis of education for
our children who will be
educated as our future" and
basically that "computers
area medium of today"

And so the computer
program began in January
IMS. T ie computers that are
used in the program are the
^ommodore-64 models which
were purchased from the
Computech Company The
course coats f 150 per student
and according to Sister
Vianney, the school is able to
keep the terminals after a
five year period

As of now. there are only
two teacheis who teach the
course, which is available to
students in grades 3 8 Ms
Luanne Curry is the
children's regular teacher,
along with Jan Barthalomew
who is a substitute teacher.
Both teachers enjoy teaching
the cum to the students The
children also enjoy the
computer program. Sister
Vianney commented the
program being a little
difficult at first because it
was new to the student*, but
within a period of time, the
students began to understand
more and more as with
anything that is new

Another way the program
has been successful is that
the parents have taken a
necessary part with the
school. The parents are
getting involved with the
program. Sister Vianney said
that she has received "total
cooperation" from the
parents of the children parti-
cipating. Mothers volunteer
their time in the morning to
set up the students'
computers and also serve as
"computer aides" (as Sister
described the parents)

There is a computer lab five
days a week where the
mothers set up the day's
assignments and monitor the
class as the students practice
on their terminals.

Sister Vianney expressed
her enthusiasm when asked
about the progress that the
students have oeen making.
She said, " I am really proud
of them <the students)
becuase when I walk into the
computer class they are
willing to teach me ana 1 feel
all thumbs"!

Originally from Trenton,
New Jersey. Sister Mary
Vianney attended high school
at St Mary's Cathedral
there. She also attended the
I m m a c u l a t e Conception
Seminary, Seton Hall Univer-
sity in South Orange It is
there that she received her
Bachelor of Arts degree in
Education with a Masters
degree pending in Moral
Theology

Also, the progress of the
program is "coming along
beautifullv in the aspects of
computer technology", said
Sister Vianney. In fact, the
faculty at Sacred Heart have
begun computer courses
themselves January 30 to
increase their knowledge of
the program for their own
sake as well as for the
students.

The dedication of Sister
Mary Vianney, the staff of
Sacred Heart, and the
parents of the children of the
program have ell been a
major factor for the success
and progress of the computer
program. So much that Sister
Vianney has planned some
more future programs for the
elementary school, too. This
coming September, a math
and reading program will
commence for the students to
help Improve their academic
skills. Then hopefully a social
studies program along with
many others will also be
planned for the future. Sister
vianney is very lucky that
she has a staff who cares
about educating the students
for the future.

But it is the students of
Sacred Heart, who are parti
clpating in this program, that
are the lucky ones to have
someone like Sister Mary
Vianney who cares about
their futures They are th<>
ones, along with many
others, who will one day
make a difference in our
hometown and, in a way.
