The South Amboy Council
introduced sn ordinance

thecity.
City Attorney Clark

Convery uaid the ordinance is
the first step of many actions
by the mavor and council to
determine what areas of the
town the redeveloping
agency will have the
authority over.

“‘After this ordinance is
adopted, ' said (Ionverr. *“‘the
mayor and council will have
hearings to determine what
areas of the lown are redevel-
opable under this agency
After the hearing. the
matter is then sent to the
planning board for their
review
" After the planning board
finishes its review and they
comment, the council has to
adopt an ordinance enacting
the r adevelopment plan

Convery added, '“after you
adopt the ordinance, only
then does the council pass a
resolution authorizing the
commissioners of the
redevelopment agency to
act

“This 1s just one step in a
selies of steps that must be
tak-n to affectuate the rede-
ve'opment of any area that
this council and the mayor
uitimately designate by
ordinance, ” explained
Convery

Councilwoman Erma
Brown said she wanted to
amend the ocdinance lo
define the agency as being
only the waterfront redevel
opment agency She said the
lpm?v is a good idea but felt
:hem e was ''too encompass-
m.ll
"~ "] don’t believe there are
any large plots of land in
South Amboy other than the
waterfront.”" said Mrs
Brown, 1 am in favor of the
development of the
waterfront but | think the
ordinance should be. . the
South Amboy Waterfront
Development agency
hecause [ think that would be
the first area where this
autharity would look at and to

Mrs. Brown emphasized
that the agency should be
limited to a waterfront devel-
opment authority .

Inres to Mrs. Brown.
Mayor J Thomas (ross said
everv one is well aware that
the agency is for the water-
front development

“It is recommended by the
council that this is the way we
do it.”" said Cross. “‘we
discussed it and why do vou
wanttoholditupfor®”

Mrs. Brown said she was
not suggesting the ordinance
be heid up only amended to
limit the agency to the water-
front redevelopment. She
asked why can’t the title
include the term ''water-
front.”

City  Attorney Clark
Convery asked. ''why-should
you have dual action later on
assuming that discussion
comes down al public
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hearing that involves more
land than what you are
referringto?”’

‘‘Assuming that discussion
comes up then are you saying
that we have to then adopt a
new development
ordinance? ' asked Convery.

"1 certainly would prefer
that. responded Mrs
Brown

Convery emphasized the
ordinance introduced allows
the commission form and re-
development agency
commissioners to  be
appointed. The commission-
ers can not act until the re-
development ordinace s
adopted. The commissioners
canonly act after a resolution
is passed permitting them to
act.

"“There will be four acts of
the council before we get to
any formal action by any
commissioner,’ ' said
Convery.

Mrs Brown then asked lo
let the record show that she
wanted the ordinance
amended

Mrs. Brown did not vote on
the introduction of the
ordinance. She left just prior
to the vote citing a previous
committment The remain-
ing council members
unanimously favcred the
ordinance

The redevelopment agency
will consist of six commiss-
ioners, tive of the commiss.
ioners will be appointed by
the courcil and will serve
tertas ranging frvm vie tu
five years sixth appoint
ment will be by the mayor.
and his selection will serve a
five year term ''The hardest
part will be finding people to
Kerve as commissioners. '
said Cross. The urdinance
states:

growth of the City of South
Amboy thus preservin
existing values an
maintaining taxable values
of the properties within or
contiguous tosuch areas. and
encouraging the growth nf

The council ir expected at
the February 15 meeting to
introduce an ordinance out-
lining the requirements for
the scheduling of employees
on overnight shifts in South
Amboy establishments

Such an ordinance comes
on the heels of similar
ordinances adopted in
neighboring towns in
response to a Christmas
morning hold-up 1n a Sayre-
ville gas station which left the
attendant dead

The ordinance was tabled
from the council's February
5 meeting to allow the counci}
members to further smudy
the contents of the ordinance.

Old Bridge recently
adopted a similar ordinance.
Aside from 24-hour gas
stations, the law affected the
various 7-11 stores in the
township. In South Amboy,
Krauszer's on Broadway
stands to be one of the estab-
lishments affected.

As of yet, the Krauszer's
(‘o hasn't con.mented on the
proposed issue for the South
Amboy branch. One
employee. though did have
some comments on the over-
night ordinance. ''There
should be double-coverage or
4 direct line to the police
department in case there
ever was an emergency like
the one at the Hess gas station
in December.”’ The employee
went on ta say that since
Krauszer's isthe only store in
town that is opened 24-hours a
day, the ordinance is a good
idea for the workers’
benefits.

The Krauszer's emplayee
expressed concers for U
midnight  shift s -
Krauszer's will sonn be

etting a New Jerse, State
ottery machine inst.ilied
into the store. "‘This even
concerns me more for the
well-being of the workers
here. and hopefully the
ordinance will be passed’
