Lautenberg is the author
of amendments to establish a
community righ to-know
program This would require
companies handling certain
chemicals to provide people
in surrounding communities*
safety officials and EPA with
inventories of chemicals
stored, produced or handled
at facilities Lautenberg also
authored the amendment
requiring companies to

report chemical mishaps to
the proper authorities
immediately, or else face
stiff fines and Imprisonment,
and tye provision requiring
communities to draft
emergency response plans in
areas where dangerous,
chemicals are present.

"There are substantial
differences between the
Senate and House bill, but
they can and must be
resolved to get the hundreds
of toxic waste sites across our
country cleaned up,"
Lautenberg said. "I also look
forward to getting a law to
establish the first federal
community right-to-know,
and to address other
Important Issues such as
emergency response for
chemical accidents and
cleanup of polluted ground
water.

Lautenberg has also
introduced a bill that would
provide a six-month
extension of taxing authority
for the Superfund program.
The measure would allow
EPA to draw up to $150
million to avert a total shut
down of the program while
the conferees work out the
final version of the rea*Uhori-
zatkmbUl.
