“*The liklihood that such
injuries will occur between
the hours of 11 P M. and 7
A .M. rather than at some
other time frame does not
a r to be valid in the light
of this experience.”

According to the
committee’s plan of action,
the first step of the 14 is the
introduction of the Links
Program in beth Hoffman
High School and St. Mary's
Hifh School This program
will provide educational
support and curriculum
materials, assistance in the
developmen! of school
policy. an in-school chemical
dependency counselor who
will be available to studenis
and staff and in-service
training for each school's
staff  All counseling and
referrals are completely
confidential.

Residents Oppose Incinerator Plan

Several city residents
voiced concern a! the
prospects of a resource
recovery facility within the
city. The County Board of
Chosen Freeholders will vote
on where such a facility may
be housed in the county

Mrs. Nancy Kuehner said
that South Amboy is already
in a “"cancer aliey’’ and does
not need another health risk
which could affect the
npalitvnfl fofor the area

Mrs. Kuehnper said that
such a ‘"high technoiogy’
project leaves too many
questions about the affects
on the health of the citizens.

“Being a health profess-
ional 1 inow what certain
toxins and poliutants can
do.”’ said Mrs. Kuehner.
"1've seen whal cerlain
factories 1n the area have
done to people that are our
citizens or should I say were
our Litizens.

“When we are talking
about a resource recovery
Rlant we are {alking about

igh technology. a lot of
technology that we are not
familiar with.

“This technology that is
over in Europe. that they
have been saying has been
safe and now they are
slarting to take studies and
they are flnding out ti:at it is
not as safe as they thought it
was. These are studies in the
Scandanavian countries,
they are studying pregnan:
cies, affects of pollutants on
new born babies. " She added
she did not know of anyone
who ‘‘desires’”’ such a plant
in the city.

Mayor J. Thomas Cross
said the council never said
they “‘desire’’ such a facility
for the city. ‘! disagree wit
you a hundred percent when
