Drug and Alcohol Abuse
Committee presented their
report to the mayor and
council and *iked them for
support and financial assist-
ance to implement their
plans of action

are going to coal money,"
Kg id Superintendent of
Schools John Olexa, also a

The Board of Education
petitioned the county Human
Services for a $14,000 grant
for the implementation of a
Links program in Hoffman
ai.d St Mary's High Schools
The program was
implemented last munth but
Olexa is not sure whether the
grant .-an be renewed due to
various spending cuts

Olexa said the major plans
of action include the printing
and posting of signs in
package liquor stores
alerting minors that store
owners will check ID's and
sign complaints if minors
attempt to purchase
alcoholic beverages Also
requesting the police depart
ment to move along teens
from various congested
areas and enforcement of
curfew laws

Major J Thomas Cross
said there would be no
problem with the printing
and posting of the signs
South Amboy police have
been moving groups of teens
along in an effort to stop
them from "hanging out" on
the corners

The committee wouiO also
nttd city funds to implement
some of the suggestions
made by the teens
themselves to give them
something to do The teens
suggested a "teen canteen
where they would have a
large screen TV', a VCR. pool
tables, a gym. various
instructors for music and
martial arts The teens also
suggested bus trips to games
or Great Adventure, fishing
trips, cleaning up the water
works and stocking it with
fish These are the programs
which would need financial
assistance
