O'Leary said the main
reason why such a plant
should have never been
considered is that a I milr
buffer zone is needed from
the plant fur fall out of the
ash "The cit> of South
Amboy would have been tl.e
buffer zone

Before a standing room
only crowd, the City Council
rescinded a city resolution to
th<* Middlesex County Board
of Freeholders for
consideration as a host
community for a resource
recovery plant

The action, taken at a
special council meeting,
comes on the heels of over
whelming public opinion
against such a facility in
South Amboy

South Amboy is the third
community within the week
to oppose plans for an
incinerator within the
municipality Kdison and
Carteret have already
withdrawn from considera
tion The lone remaining site
for consideration, South
Kiver. is scheduled to vote
tonight on whether or not tt
wants to rescind a resolution
supporting the building of a
resource recovery plant

The resolut ion,
unanimously approved by
the council, said "the
concept of resource recovery
has been challenged as being
a proper method for environ
mental disposing of solid
waste by man> citizens of
the City of South Amboy

A question exists whether
the concept of resource
recovery is the most
effective method of
disposing soiid waste

The majority of the
citizens of the City of South
Amboy who have expressed
a position on the concept of
resource recovery have been
opposed to the plant within
the border* of South Arrhoy

The locating in the City of
South Amboy of a resource
recovery-recycling plant is
not in the beat interest of th«'
City of South Ambo)
