Every South Amboy resident who spent time getting
involved to express their feelings about a resource recovery
plant should be congratulated The Voice "f South Amboy
said "No way" about such a plant They said it loud enough
and the council heard it and reacted accordingly.

Last year the council passed a resolution expressing an
interest in hosting a pUot This was done to determine the
pros and cons in havmf a facility in town. The only benefits
were financial to the municipality but all the cons camp
spewing out within the past couple months. One of the major
cons, dioxin. was mentioned and that is good enough reason
to oppose the project.

The research on the matter was to begin after a potential
site was selected. Bui it never got that far. One by one the
communities that did express an interest in the project began
receiving Information on the hazards of the resource
recovery plant.

This column is dedicated to Mr Joseph Hudak because he
is probably upset South Amboy rejected the resource
recovery plant. The action by the South Amboy Council
probably ruined his week. You see, Mr. Headache, uh I mean
Mr. Hudak wrote a letter to the editor of the News Tribune
and said how such a plant could be a serious health hazard to
the area. Mr. Hubcap, uh. Mr Hudak said in his letter the
amount of dioxin equivalent to I millionth of an asprin tablet
can kill a guinea pig He Mid l billionth can cause cancer and
birth defects.

Mr Hudak said the
resource recovery plant "should be placed near the ocean at
the proposed South Amboy site.
