Harold Stanley Drake
(cat) me Stan) was born in

Elisabeth and grew up in the
Linden-Rahway ar^a He
attended St Mary's
Grammar School in Rahway
and is a 1951 graduate of
Linden High School

After high school, Stan
joined the US. Navy and
served for 4 years as a jet
mechanic aboard air craft
carriers

Following his tour of
service with the Navy, he
worked as a jet mechanic at
Newark International Air
Port for 5 years During this
time, Stan received his
pilot's license and owned two
private air crafts

Following his stint at
Newark Airport, Stan Joined
the Rahway Police
Department. He was a police
officer for two years before
becoming a Rahway
Fireman. Stan spent a
couple years as a fireman
and during this time, he
found time to do construction
work and contracting on a
part time basis

Stan realized there was
more money to be made by
working for himself and
through the 60s worked
throughout New York and

Stan went back to
Antarct ica, McMurdo
Station in 1963 for an air base
construction project He
constructed and finished
modular buildings for
Williams airfield, a
generator power plant, a
sattelite tracking station and
an aquarium
