On Sunday. May 4. 1446
The Most Reverend Bishop
Theodore McCarrick will
dedicate the new
gymnasium 1n honor of
Monsignor John M Wilus,
the former pastor of St
Cecelia’s Roman Cathohe
Church in Isehin, New
Jerney

the parish Now that the
Monsignor's dream of a gvin
I8 becomung a realsts it s
only fithing that at ~hould
bear his name

Father Wilus arrived at
St Cecelta’s on January 18
1946, and began celebrating
the Mass in the “Latthe White
Church A few weeks {ater
the famous “'Bulletin’ was
born with the aid of Sister
Mary Carmel. O P and the
Dominican Sisters  The
lselin Fair. as we know (t
today. originated shortly
thereafter

As time went on the parish
grew and more space was
needed A quonset hut was
erected in 1948 and 1n 1950 a
combination church and
school was built

As Iselin continued to grow
so did St Ceceha's and it
was necessary o pul the
school on hall session In
196t an addition was built
onto the schooi. which had
the highest grammer school
enrollment 1n the Diocese of

Trenton. consisting of
approximately 2600
st ts

In 1984 through praver and
sacrifice a dream was
realized. as a new convent
was dedicated [or the Sisters
of St. Domimck. who taught
in the parisk grammer
school Due to the excellence
of their teaching. under the
guidance of Father Wilus.
many. many awards were
bestowed on the student
