"These drugs enjoyed a
great burst of populant) a
lew years ago. but their use
K M been declining recently
The public in general and
teenagers in particular
have realized their extreme
dangers and the fact that
they cannot be sure of how
the drug will react on them

way for user* to "open their
minds' and find new
religious andr philosophic
imight a i f tK^ growing
awareness X h * \ actual
effects may he-rrnite the
opposite

"Acid can he taken in pill
form, such as "sunshine
tahlets. in clear gelatin,
known as window pain
acid. " or dropped on
absorbent paper and sold as
"blotter acid An
extremely small amount
produces effects lasting
eight to ten hours It causes a
riie in heart rate, blood
pf^iaure and body tempera
•ure The pupils of the eyes
become dilated The fate
may become flushed or pair
Palms, sweat, and hands
and feet may become shakv
Users discribe deep cho.nKes
in how they sec th< world
Colors seem t« h«* more
vivid Alt the senws seem to
he sharper Kmntmns
become confused and they
may laugh and cry at the
same time Arms and legs
may be both heavy and light
Ordinary harmless objects
may become sources of
intense terror Space
becomes distorted They
may feel they can float out a
window, or that an ordinary
step if too tall to climb

"One can never be sure of
the results It is a journey
into unreality which may be
pleasant or disasterous Not
one tingle person can count
on getting fhe same results
each timev Because of this.

drug If this was unpleasant,
a feeling of suicide or
insanity may result The
user may get very panicky,

wearing off, drowsiness and
extreme depression may
occur Flashbacks may

babies of the parents who
have used the drug While
this has not been definitely
proven usore of T.̂ T> In
child bearing years may be
subjecting the children they
will have in the future to the
extra hazard of birth
defects

"A final point concerning
the use of LSD is that it is
illegal t'nder federal law
conviction for possession
alone can result in fines
and or imprisonment Any
person involved in either the
simple possession,
possession for sale, or sale to
a minor can get anywhere
from two years in prison to
life imprisonment

"Despite the legal
consideration. USD is one of
the most potent and
dangerous drugs known to
man A single dose may be
enough for a "bad trip." and
months or years of mental
suffering

On the heels of Council
man Thomas O Bnen s
request to the council that
the six commissioners of the
City's be named to their
posts as soon as possible,
several residents questioned
the council as to what will
actually take place when the
commissioners are named

"We're got to stop
dragging our feet over this, '
saia () Brien Mayor J
Thomas Cross said he and
the codncil are being very
deliberate in the selection
process "We're looking for
some real heavy hitters,
said Cross

Council President Bruce
Richmond said the re
development committee is
not a mandatory step to
redevelop the waterfront,
but it ts a recommended
procedure

In March, the council
adopted the ordinance to
created the redevelopment
agency to develop the 85
acres at the waterfront
There are no paid positions
on the agency

City Law Director Clark
Convery said the next step
after naming the
commissioners, will be
hearings which would
determine the <m-a to be re
developed There are many
companies A'hi> will develop
a plan for access and for the
development said Convery.
"the plan has u> be under the
guidelines approved by the
city

f'invpr" said there
would be no taking of homes
tn the area Also, Mayor
Cross said the plan is not to
remove the city's 4 ballfields
from the waterfront, nor are
there any plans tn eliminate
the Disabled American
Veterans building from (he
present location

"We want everyone and
everything to stay where it is
and enhance the area, said
Mayor Cross. "no
relocations are pLnned "

Mayor Cross said some of
the developers already
interested in the project are
planning studies in regard to
traffic for the area The
people who want to come in
and develop the waterfront
are looking for the
communter type people,
who will live in the
community, use ihe railroad
to go *o work and come
back/ he said

"There is also the concern
of protecting the local
people.'' said Richmond

According to Convery. at
least three of Ihe major
developers have expressed a
desire to provide a traffic
study to analyze the affects
of what they are proposing
on the area "That will all be
done at a public hearing,
said Convery

Mayor Cross said the plans
.ire ai this point is tn set up a
"menu" or guidelines for the
offers to go by and the
developers will come in and
present a preliminary-
approach He added 'he re
development agency will
weed out the offers and come
up with the most viable
proposals

The guidelines the council
have been favoring are
based on a 1962 study of the
waterfront called the Cisiki
Study This study calls for
housing? a marina and
recreation areas Cross said
the development of the
waterfront could result in a
ratable of between $50
million to $100 million

Cross said the city has a
grant from the state Depart-
ment of Energy "They .are

doing a lot of the studies for
us through the grant." said
the mayor He added the
DO E is monitoring the city
to .see that the project
proceeds according to state
guidelines "Through this
grant we will hire a
consultant to tell us the right
way to doit '

John T O'Leary, a
candidate for Councilman-
at Large, said he opposes the
concept of a redevelopment
agency He said that
according to the current
guidelines for development,
the city will only reap abort
term benefits and will be
hurt in the long run

We have all our eggs in
one basket." said O'Leary.
"we need diversification '
O'Leary said he is in favor of
the proposed marina and
recreation but objects to the
amount of housing the Cisiki
plan calls for

O'Leary said what he
would like to set >s "good
clean ratable" such as an
AT&T. Johnson A Johnson or
a Midlantic Bank Too
much of the project is going
for real estate '

O'Leary said other areas
which have developed, such
as Florham Park, invited
Kxxon and Sanyo in to
communi ty Those
companies have put money
into the school systems. Into

None of the six positions
are paid positions t ofrimiss
loners will receiver no
salary for their service

According to city Law
Director Clark (onvery the
mayor and council will nave
hearings to determine what
areas of the town are re-
developable under the
agency After the hearing*,
the matter is then sent to the
planning board for their
review

After the planning board
finishes its review and they
comment, the council has to
adopt an ordinance enacting

contracting career and
hit love for skating worked
out well and he combined the
two into a very popular
buttnttt.

The Durnye's have three
children Their daughter
Ronnie now lives In East
Brunswick and their

daughter Jean resides in
Morgan "Jean is the
general manager of the
arena," said Mr Durnye,
"she handles all the

The Durnye's son,
Michael, resides in Water-
bury Connecticut, he runs
another of the family owned
roller arenas.
