Heroin

A narcolic 15 a materal
vapahle of depressing the
central nervous syslem
when taken 1n moderale
coses When taken in
exvessive doses. however it
can produce un
CONRCIOUNSNEess, stupor,
coma. and even death
Included in the family of
narcolics are drugs made
from opium. a juice from a
type of poppy plant These
include heroin. morphine.
codeine, percodan. and
others. They are amond the
moat widely used and valued
drugs in medicine for relief
of pain In addition to
relievipg pamn. they may
affect the mind to produce a
feeling of well-being called
euphoria of 'high =’ Herom
is generaily regarded as the
strongest of these and is
most prized by users. Heroin
in aisn known as “H horse
brown, junk, smack or stuft

Heroin is highly addicting
The regular user rapidly
becomes hooked or addict
A narcotic is then necessary
to avoid suffering
withdrawal sickness Nol
only that, lolerance develops
to the drug so that in
creasingly larger doses are
necessary in order to get

high.

'ﬂoﬂ addicts take heroin
by injecting 1t into their
veins--called mainlining or
“shooting up = It rapidly
aflects the brain ehiminating
tension. worrtes, pain and

fears This tremendously
reinned sensation may last
from 1 1o 4 hours and may be
followed by a period of
lethargy hke stupor where
the individual seems
oblivious to what goes on in
the environment This is
usually accompanied by loss
of apetitie and sex drive The
effects can vary greatly
according to the user's
personality, the strength and
purity of the dose and hot it
15 taken.

Once “hooked’ the addict
witl  bhegin to suffer
withdrawal symptoms after
about 18 hours without a
narcotic Some users will
experience early withdrawal
at 3 to 8 hours A sweal.
shake and chills can occur
along with nausea, vomiting,
diarrehea and  severe
cramps in the abdomen and
legs Medical treatment can
help the addict through these
stages

As serious as the physiwcal
addiction 1s, the emotional
dependence of an addict s
worse The addict simply
feels that life cannot be
faced without the drug to
ease reality

Herown 1s 1illegal n the
{'nited States Possession of
narcoties can result in a fine
and a prison sentence For
sale to a minor there can be
no parole or probation even
for a first offense. Because
of these risks, heroin s ex
pensive. It is common for a
user to necd hundreds of
doliars a day v support the
habit As a result, finding the
money for the next shot
hecomes the main object 1n
e for most addicts

After squandering their
savings. the only source of
money for most is to turn to
crime Most women addicts
find prostituton the easiest
way. and they frequently
contract and spread veneral
diseases [f they become
pregnant their habies also
are horn as addicts and
require special care

Men usually turn 1o
burglary but rarely turn to
violent crimes

An addict usually eats
poorly, becomes mal
nourished and is susceptible
to many other ilinesses
There 15 the constant risk of
runnming oul of drugs or a
accidental overdose. 1t s
only a matter of time before
tht addict ends up n a
hospital form iliness or
overdose or is in trouble with

the law
With an overdose the
victim hecomes un

conscious, pupils of the eyes
become pin point. breathing
slows. becomes intermittent
and may stop. Fatal cardiac
arrest soon fcllows Mouth-
to-mouth breathing may be
needed The overdose vichim
must have immediate
medical ireatment and
shouid be taken to a hospital
without delay

Action Postponed On
Overnight Work Ordinance

At the recommendation of
city Director of Law Clark
Convery. the City Councy)
has tabled anyv action on
adopting an overmght work
ordinance due to a law suit
involving a similar or
dinance n another
municipality

Convery sayd Amoco and
Southland corporation have
filed suit against the
Township of Edison for their
ordinance which requires
two workers on an overnight
shift

"“There i8 guing to be quite
involved litigation on this
total issue, '’ said Convery.
1 personally feel for the
sake of the citizens, that we
do not do anything until the
litigatl(m is resolved

Convery also said he fell of
the city of South Amboy
adopted the ordinance, the
cily could be brought into the
suit. which would result in a
great deal of expense to the
city.

"1 don’t know whether or
not the law is effective.’’ naid
Convery. He suggested the
counci! wait to find out what

the courts have to say about
the ordinance before the city
takes any action.

Convery said cost of the
suit would be as high as
$10.000.

Councilman Frank Tarallo
agreed that it wouid not be
advisable to go ahead with
the ordinance.

Convery also said he would
respond to a letter written to
the couneil by Neil and
Nancy Panetta, Old Bridge.
urging the adoption of the
ordinance. The Panettas are
the parents of an t8-vear old
gas station attendat who
was gunned down on Route 9
Hess as station in
Sayreville, early Christmas
morming Convery said he
would inform the Panettas of
the council’'s position on the
matter

Sand (ompany Fined $85.000

McCormack Aggregates
Sand Company has heen
fined once again by the
Middlesex count: Health
Department for violations of
the State of New Jersev's air
pollution control regulations

The $85.000 fine represents
the second assessed against
the sand company n a
month The company was
previously fined $2.800 as a
result of an investigation
conducted by the county
Health Departm nt

A letter from George
Tyler, Assistant

- Commissioner of the New

Jersey Department of En-
virvnmental Protection, to
Vincent Mackiel, Augusta
Street. said-

“This department s
making every effort to
assure that this company
IMcCaormack Aggregates

is operating in conformance
with State environmenta!
laws and regulations

designed to protect the en
vironment and the public
health As you know. an
Adminstrative Order with a
penalty assessmen!t for
$2.800 was-issued to the
cornpany by this department
as a result of an investiga-
tion ronducted bv the
Middtesex county Health
Deparment aclting as an
nﬁem of this department:
The MCHD found that the
company’s sand conveving
systems were being
operated in violation of the
state air poliution control
regulations More recently.
the department has 1ssued
three additional assess

ments totalling $85.000 in.
continued |

response {0
violations."

Mackiel and other nearby
residents  have long
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complatned or *he problems
caused by the companry's
operation He added that
since the weather s
becoming warmer. windows
are being left open and other
parts of the ity are starting
to hear noise caused by the
operation

McCormack Sand's increase
in their existing dredge
stockpiling operation. &
modified pernnt s required
by the Corps of Engineers
Tvier said prior to the
issuaace of the modified
ermit by the Corps,
McCormack Aggregates
must apply to the D‘?Jurt
ment to obtain a Water
Quality Cerlificate
Presently. the sand
compuny does not have an
active application n for
review

Onve the apphication s
submitted, the [Department
