Do you keep a bottle in

your apartment or car so it

Do you do tmngs when you
cYink that you would net do if
you were sober?

When things go wrong with
work, schoor your home lift,
psrents. do you drink to
forget about it, or to make
yourself feel better7

Do you sometimes forget
things that happened while
you were drinking?

Blackouts are a definite
sign that your brain can no
longer tolerate alcohol,
whether you have been
drinking one year or twenty,
whether they occur after a
few drinks or many or
whether you appear
intoxicated or not.

This test is not a foolproof
diagnosis but it is a rather
good indicator. Four or more

yes" snswers does not
necessarily mean that you
have a serious drinking
problem, but it whould be
regarded as a real danger
signal It may mean that you
are using alcohol to deal with
stressful situations in your
life While this may not be *
problem now. it could set up
a pattern that will lead to a
more serious problem for
you as the stresses in your
life become greater.
