There were
no deaths, but there were
two partial ampulaigans and
seven  persons were
admitted to hospitals

|198¢. The offering of
fireworks for sale 15 now a
disorderly persons offense
with the maximum penalty
of $1.000 and /or up to sic
months in jail. instead of
$100. One who discharges
fireworks or possesses
fireworks in guilty of a pelly
disorderly persons offense
with a maximum [ine of $500
and up to thirty days in jail

states have no laws on fire.
works to be manufactured
and shipped in intersiate
commerce. All of this can be
confusing to the store owner

Most of the fireworks
heard around the 4th of July
are probabiy brought intu
the siate by people returning
from vacahion n slates
where fireworks are sold on
the open market Fire
crackers. roman vandles.
and aerial rockets are rather
eany to distinguish as fire
works The verv dangerous
firecrackers called M Bu's
are not marked hut these are
stricily illegal under any
law. When the larger types
of fireworks are smuggled
into the state and offered to
store owners. the store
onwer should have no
trouble recognizing these
itemns as being illegal

It is the small novellies
that may create problems
for the store owner in
deciding if he can sell them
or not. Before purchasing.
store owners are urged lo
look at the shipping boxes or
the novelty package itsell
Although novelty fireworks
are legeal in some parts of
the country, they are illegal
in New Jersey. If the
shipping box has a US.
