Convery sail the purpose
of the request fat* proposal is
to solicit information from
the developers information
relative to the developer* or
ganltatlon. He said the
company's financial
rattabUity and experience in

After the request for
proposal is sent to the
wisopeis . the agency sets
the hearings when the
development proposals are
received. These meetings
will be public

After the developer is
picked by the Re-
development Agency, the
agency must go to the
council to have the
designation of the develop-
ment area declared. "That
will be the next involvement
of Che council after you (the
agency) accept the develop-
ment proposals and select
your Particular developer."
aaid Convery.

Councilman John
Cfcaowaki asked if the outer
boundaries for the develop-
ment area have be«n set
Convery said the boundaries
would be determined in each
developer's propo*nt • T\W

Cissewaki also questioned
whether all the title
problems to the waterfront
have been cleared Convery
said there are certain areas
of land on the landfill that
have clouds In title. "Those
lands we cannot determine
the true ownership will have
to be condemned," said
Convery, "there are no
buildings on those lands,
they are lands that have
been vacant."

He added any area which
is to be considered blighted
would have to come before
the council. Each developer
interested in the project has
received a copy of the 1982*
Sasaki report, which
established a guide and
concept of the waterfront

Convery said there are
approximately 10 parcels of
land, all less than half an
acre, which have "clouds " in
the title

Commissioner Richard
O'Connor asked whether the
land has been appraised yet
Convery said there has been
no appraisal at this point. He
said an appraisal is certainly
in order to give a barometer
to the value of the land for
the commissioners

Maloney said any
consultants to the agency
wo«ld be paH under the
Coastal Grant, given to the
city by the state Department
of Energy The consultants
would be hired by the city
because the city was the
incipient of the tfrant "The
agency does not have a
budgetary line item at this
time, "added Con very

The city's Republican
Candidate for mayor is
calling for a careful study of
any plans to build on the
city's waterfront property

"Careful planning is
needed to develop our water
front, it should not be rushed
into," said Robert A
Hoffman "The waterfront
should be developed for the
use of the people of South
Amboy, which should
include park areas, sports
facilities, a marina, and
possibly a small shopping
area"

Hoffman said he is
opposed to heavy industry at
the landfill "1 do not want to
see our waterfront turned
into an Industrial Complex,
he said

He also maintained the
amount of housing should be
limited as to not strain the
city's ftchool system

"More homes would mean
more children and a problem
in our already overcrowded
school system We would
also have to consider any
development which would
bring a tasff ic problem to the
downtown area due to the
railroad crossings

"I feel careful con
liberation should be given to
what type d bysumsss th»
Redevelopment Agency
encourages to build on our
waterfront property The
public has already been
imposed upon enough, snd
the environment threatened
in that area, Just by the
presence of the McCormack
Aggregates Sand
Company," Hoffman said

the commissioners of the
ci ty 's Redevelopment
Agency. This column will
focus on their purpose,
duties and powers. The
agency is one of the more
controversial issues to come
into South Amboy in recent
memory, and this week this
column will explore their
functions and limitations as
to what will happen with the
waterfront

ThaWatarfront
This is a very haste

question with a very basic
answer-'the city needs the
money The city of South
Amboy. along with many
municipalities in the state.
,(ie in a budgetary crunch
There is no more growth in
the gross receipts so the city
must look for other avenues
for tax revenue This is an
ideal situation for South
Amboy In one respect the
city gets to clean up a
problem area, where there
has been a lot of teens
gathering to drink, make
noise, ana so on In another
respect, the city can develop
the waterfront property and
make it something that is
worth while for the city and
make money, rather than
lose money caused bv many
police hours eaten up at the
waterfront and litter and
vandalism

The term that has been
thrown around when din-
cussing the redevelopment
agency has been "Wight '
Clark Con very said the term
"blight" is a misnomer The
project is simple, the city
wants to develop an area of
the town. Mayor Cross and
the members of the council
have emphasised publically
they do not intend to relocate
ANYBODY Croes has said
the Disabled American
Veterans building will
remain as will the city's ball-
fields

Condemnation is available
and will be used on a limited
basis Convery said at last
week's meeting with the
agency, properties with
clouds of title will be
condemned so the city will
assume clear ownership to
theparcels.

The actual term "blight"
is used because that is now
the law defines it. The city
council will declare any
areas of "blight "The areas
will come from the re-
development agency after
the agency determines
which developer they will be
working with

The council will then go to
the Planning Board for their
review of the declaration of
blight At this point, there
will be an ordinance drafted,
which is subject to public
hearings, which will
designate the area targeted
for redevelopment
Wnt The AftnxMW^o

The Redevelopment
.igency will pick the
developer The agency will
meet with developers and
ask them what they propose
After all interested
developers make their sub-
mission, the agency will then
determine which of the
developers should be ranked
in an order of preference-
the best proposal, second
beat, third best, etc If the
top proposal falls apart, the
agency has back ups The

council has no input on the
selections. That will change
because after the agency
designates the area of
development, the agency
comes back to the council for
a "blight Now it ia the
council's determination of
the srea of blight This is
what the council has been
saying as a system of
"Checks and balances " As
stated previously, after the
council makes its
determination of blight it is
then referred to the planning
board. Then the ordinance is
adopted

State law requires all
bligtsting and toning changes
to be reviewed by the
planning board.

Negotiations between the
agency and the developers
wouM now take place. At this
point, the city must adopt a
zoning ordinance to conform
with the developments This
zoning ordinance would also

Why Can't Tht Council Do
TMs?

One of the biggest
questions about the agency
is what can the agency do
that they mayor and council
can not do"* Why have
another municipal agency9

The agency negotiates the
development process An out
and out sale of the
waterfront will only sell the
land. The council can serve
as the agency but it would
subject the council (o
political harrassment The
agency is autonomous, they
are not elected official* In a
sense, it takes the politics
out of the redevelopment
procesb. There havetoen
charge* of 'politics"
already with the nppoinl
ments, but then- will he a
new mayor ;ind two now
counnlmen in .lanuarv, arid
perhaps a new First Ward
Councilman should John
Ciszewski be elected mayor,
and if people are afraid the
Agency will put one over'
on the people of South
Amboy, then those who
charge this apparently have
no faith in any of the names
on Novembers ballot

Cuuncilwoman Erma Brown
is on record as saying she
will be 'looking over the
agency's shoulder. ' I
imagine the new mayor and
council members will also
take this approach That is
what they are elected to do,
to look after the interests of
the citizens

Also, there has been heavy
criticism of the appoint
ments happening now, four
months before the election
The present mayor and
council have initiated this
plan Why should this ad
ministration do rll the leg
work only to stop now and
wait for an election Chosen
were people whom were
deemed qualified by this
mayor and council and their
years of dealing with the
waterfront project seems to
make these selections valid
Regardless of the appoint
menu, the next mayor and
council will "be looking over
the shoulders of the
agency."

CgfiMct Of bite?tit
The laws regarding

conflict of interest are quite
specific. If any of the
commissioners have a
monetary Interest in the
development of the
waterfront, they are subject
to an indictment and jail So
none of the commissioners
can be remotely affiliated
with any of developers
interested in the project.

According to Clark
Convery. if it is proven that
any commissioner on the
agency has a financial
interest in the waterfront
development, the courts will
overturn the agency's award
of contract. The action of the
agency will be declared null
and void.

For example, if a
commissioner has a real
estate license and they are
participating in any sales of
the landfill, they will be re
prims nded There can be no
type of Involvement by the
commissioner with the
developers This is quite
clear and verifiable
Tht Stale Favors Tht
Rtdtvtlopmtnt Agincy
Concept

The State of New Jersey
favors the concept of a re-
development agency The
city of South Amboy has
received a grant by the State
Department of Energy for
consultants to proceed along
these lines

Long Branch, New Jersey
also favors the re-
development agency
approach. In that munici-
pality, however, there were
problems According to
Convery, these problems
stemmed from the re-
location of people in a
business area This will not
occur here because there is
no relocation planned and the
land to be developed is
vacant. Not all the property
in Long Branch was City
owned and vacant

Typts of DtvtlopsMfltf
The 1983 Sasaki Report has

been given to all developers
interested in the waterfront.
This 1982 report merely
suggests a plan and will be
used as a guide for
developer's plans This
report features a marina,
housing, shops and
recreation areas which
provides a batift for
proposals.

Other types of projects for
developments have been
suggested and it i* up to the
agency to weed through the
proposals to find the best for
the city.

It has been suggested that
such proje.N tike office
complexes be included
Smce article* on the develop
ment have reached as far a*
The New York Times and
The Newark Star l̂ edger. no
proposals h a v been
submitted along these lines
It is doubtful if AT4T or
Mldlantic offered to build a
complex or/the waterfront
that they would be turned

down. The exposure has
been there, so if there has
been interest along the lines
of office complexes they
have not submitted anything
to the city

No office complexes were
mentioned in Sasaki because
of the problems of traffic,
which would clutter and cut
off anything beautiful that
would be built at the water
front. (Aesthetically, a 13-
storV office complex would
obliterate any view of the
water).
