According to Mackiel and
Forrer, representatives of
the sand company had state
officials believing that only a
small area of sand pi{es
remains dry for more than a
day. “'It takes many days for
the wet-dry stockpiles to go
down,”' said Mackiel,
“dredged dark sand is in our
air from 400 foot wide stock-

plles.”
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In addition Mackiel and
Forrer disagree other
pollution abatement pro-
cedures aren't in the current
negotiations because they
get in the way of production
“We say this 18 nonsense
said Forrer, ""abatement
talk has been disregarded as
unworkable in the past *

Mackiel and Forrer
suggest the fo.owing
solutions to the problem with
the sand company First
have the State Attorney
General W Cary Edwards
immediately order the
McCormack gates shut,
begin air monitoring of the
surrounding community for
possible Toxic Air Con-
taminants. have the DEP
Water Branch determine
how much sewerage 1s
flowing to our developing
bay area from the firm’s
property and if the company
can't operate in a fashion re-
specting the nearby
community let them vperate
in a smaller capacity or
leave ™

he was asked “‘are you going
to pay for the air mon:
itoring?" To which Mackiel
reglied. ‘take it out of the
83 000 ' Mackiel was
referring to the monies
levied 1n fines againsl the
sand company which ¢re
currently under appeal

Last week Convery said it
would not be advisable for
the city to take the sand
company to court because of
the financial costs involved.
