Addressing the City
Council al last Wednesday's
workshop meeting. Hills said
the sana company has been
dragging their feet
addressing the complaints of
area resident*

" I honestly fee l . ' said
Hills, "that too much foot
dragging occurred which
instituted drily spot checks
in writing the company up
every single day Out of
disregard or out of ignorance
possibly, they did not choose
to comply "

Hills said the fines levied
against McCormack Sand
under the state code tu-al
between 1300.000 and Iho.iwo
"I venture to say that it is a
substantial hinderanee to
their profits, said Hills He
also said he would oppose the
DKP reducing the fines
because there would be no
incentive for McCorrnark
Sand to comply The fines
levied against the sand
company are under appeal

The DKP has told us if we
get a verified complain from
any person that resides in

arrive on the M-en«* and
confirm wind blown sand,
we are to write them every
single day, said Hills

Hills said it is up to
McCormack Sand to
demonstrate they will
illustrate good faith He said
the,sand company s "good
faith" is questionable now
He also said there is nothing
more the council or his
department could do to get
the snad company to
comply Hills also said as a
result of action his
department has initiated as
agents of the city and the
DEP. there are two
attorneys prosecuting the
matter on behalf of the city.

"The city »f South
Amboy's atr pollution
control code carries a
maximum penalty under
ordinance is $500.' said
Hills, "the maximum state
penalty is $50,000 "

"With the support from the
council, the support of the
DEP, there is nothing else
we can do other than what
we are doing now short of
shutting them down with an
injunction in Superior
Court"

Hills said it is highly
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unlikely the company can be
shut down unless someone
can show there is a
detriment to health "An
analysis of the sand
dredgmgs is in the hands of
the Army Corps of
Engineers. " he said, "I have
no knowledge of PCB's in the
dredgings '

The City of South Amboy's
participation in the
Middlesex County Municipal
Joint Insurance Fund will
result in a savings of $W,(XJ0
in insurance costs this year

In a letter to Mayor J
Thomas Cross, city Business
Administrator James J
Malor.ey said by joining with
other municipalities, the
city's savings on insurance
costs wuuld be $94.(M)S for the
1986-87 fiscal year He also
indicated the city s savings
could be even greater for the
following years

"The reason we got info
the fund with seven other-
towns was because of the
excessive rates of the
insurance policies which we
have had." said Cross, "its a
good thing we're in and we
are in on the ground floor

The mayor also said other
towns may wat* to join the
fund. He said the pooling of
insurance has been
successful in Bergen County
and sees the program being
successful in Middlesex
Countv

Years ago 8/27/81
In trying to establish his drug and alcohol detoxification

center in a storefront on Broadway, Gerhard Bass, the
clinic owner has filed suit against South Amboy and three of
its official* in Superior Court last week.

Bass has charged City Code Enforcement officer
Frederick Kurtz. Fire Marshall Cheat Meinzer and City
Health Officer Kathy Antonitis with refusing to inspect his
premises, less than half a block from City Hall.

The Strathmore Clinic owner is eeking a judgement with
will order the city, Kurtz, Meinzer ana Antonitis to make
necessary inspections and complete the state forms
showing compliance with city regulations
According to Kurtz, however, he has not yet been served
with any notice of a suit, and added he does not expect to be
"Thomas Sheehan. planning consultant, has advised me

that the clinic is not an 'allowed use' for this area of
Broadway, and therefore I did not make any inspections "

Health officer Kathy Antonitis also has yet to be served

Earlier this month the Middlesex County Construction

Board of Appeals ruled in favor of the clinics right to obtain
the certificate of occupancy. The city's position, made dare
by Law Director Clare Convery was that the board had no
jurisdiction in the matter siix * it was clearly one of zoning.

Bass has tried a number of times to operate a clinic
simitar to his methadone clin.c in North Jersey since 1978.
He was unable to do so in the Highlands because of zoning
regulations and was again zoned out of Aberdeen, after
which he received a certificate of need to locate in Old
Bridge

In this neighboring township Bass set up business in a
vacant store at Laurence Parkway and Cllffwood Avenue,
but wai prevened by Board of Health officials who denied
him the necessary approvals, saying the store had
inadequate disposal facilities

While Bass contends his Strathmore Clinic is open and
operating as offices intake services and offers counseling
functions, several residents of the area have found the
doors locked and could not attest to the clinic's operation

(FINANCING. HOUSING, YOUTH CENTER
PROBLEM) Ten years ago. 8/27/1 >76

Council gave approval of the youth cente ridea advanced
by Mrs. Myrna Long, a former teacher in a city school.
Thursday, but found marked problems in getting a location
for it and in financing it

Mrs. Long's original intent of having it looted in two
basement rooms of City Hall had to b eput aside Robert
Leslie, a former councilman now on the recreation
commission, recalled that plans to adopt the rooms to
public projects in the past had to be set aside because of
water seepage through the cement work, heating and
ventilating problems, the lack of sanitary facilites at that
level and the one entrance way

The sponsor reported she had sought temporary quarters
for her proejet in a vacant store across from City Hall on
Broadway She reported it would cost $185 per month to rent
until such time as the City Hall is renovated. And repeated
her estimate it would take 11 ,uuo to equip it

Councilman James Inman commented this did nr< take
into account the cost for utilites and insurance Leslie
wanted to know if there would be heat in the building and if
there would be separate sanitary facilities for boys and
girls. A report from the sanitation and the fire marshal en
the premises was asked, also about its capacity. Concern
aobut the reaction of tenants to the noise of the youth
gatherings on the ground floor was also ventured As for a
suggestion it might be necessary to assign a reserve police
officer, Mrs. Long held this was unnecessary as the location
was across the street from police headquarters and there
are foot patrols on Broadway weekends

Councilman J Thomas Cross wanted an idea from
Nicholas Smolney. business administrator, how the project
could be covered within the scope of the 1976 budget thai it
would not be necessary to wait until after January to get it
started. Smolney felt the best chance was in a revenue-
sharing transfer, or else an emergency appropriation
would have to be adopted

Uw of other facilities on a voluntary basis on the part of
churches and civic groups giving statements of support was
suggested Report of Edward Flannery. recreation
chairman, was cited that the full senior basketball program
would not be held this winter because the Hoffman High
gym was being assigned much greater use by the school
authorities

A recreation Board member recalled that St. Mary's
( hurch had introduced a similar program some time ago in
its basement rooms for the youth of the city but vandalism
had cut it off

Leslie felt that the recreation commission would have to
net H clearly define*} statement of its obligation under such
A program if city funds were to be used to help suppor t it,
especially if there were to be charges against the budgetary
account for recreation. Another recreation Board member
warned that too much admixture of unruly in a place like
the vacant store could produce a "zoo."

Mrs Rrookman, librarian, noted there was a basement
room in th? library that wa sunused after 6/30 p.m. that
might be adopted to the program, but she emphasized it
would only be acceptable for those who had refined and
cultural interests, as an attempt to sponsor something for
youth at the library previously had on'y resulted in vandals
faring the siding oft the building.
