Kelly played almost all of
his 13 rrolnsuonal SEARONS In
the m leagues Kelly did
appear briefly as a plaver
for the Twms in 1875 He
gllyed in 49 games 1n his

rief Major League career

His first
assignment came in 1977 wit
Tacoma in the Pacific Coast
League. the Twins top minor
league affiliate, as a player-
manager for the second half
of the season.

Kelly went on to manage
Visalia in the California
League and Orlando of the
Southern League before
being named Twins third-
base coach in 1883

Twins management did
not indicate whether Kelly
would be retained as
ma for the 1987 season.
That determination will be
made after the current
season ends.
