Kaboski demanded a report if the 10 acres alloted the
Board on the landfill for the erection of a high school had
reverted to the Council Aug 20. because no school had gone
up on the property George Otlowski, Board attorney,
acknowledged the 10 acre* had nominally returned to the
Council, but added that total suzerainty by the governing
body over the property was restricted because the Board
had instituted injunctiveproceedings for its recapture. He
noted use of the> property for a school site had become one of
the options for State Commissiuner of Education, Fred
Burke to apply in the "show cause" hearings on
overcrowding in South Amboy schools But Otlowtki
idmitted no ruling had been issued on the injunction yet. so
Kaboski found it to be. in his opinion, a "fabrication."

Thomas Levandoski was quick to follow up Kaboski's
protest Levandoski wanted to know why the Board had
authorized sending out its preapplication. yet had never
asked the South Amboy Mayor ana Council to do so He also
wanted to know if John Olexa. Super int undent, has filled out
and filed the preapphcadon. and who gave the
superintendent the authority to do so
LEGAL ACTION AGAINST CITY DROPPED-Fifteen

Legal action, which the Augusta Street Citizens
Committee took to Superior Court and filed on August 4th
against the city ana officials, was reported dropped
According to Peter Selesky. the committee's legal council.
the suit would be renewed if the appeal now before the City

Jamed F Tustin, attorney for the Zoning Board of
Adjustment, said the Judge David H Furman, of the
Superior Court, ruled on Friday, September 24th, that the
"complaint against all the defendants, which includes the
Mayor and Councilmen. and board members, individually
and as representatives of the city, is dismissed without
prejudice " The complaint would have to be refiled again
to acquire legal status

William Garaffa. one of the plaintiffs m the complaint
stated yeaterdiy. I was talking to our council this
morning, and the case against the city and officials, still
stands.' Garaffa is of the opinion that only the suit against
tit* Zoning Board of Adjustment is dropped.

During the past month numerous complaints were aired
at council meetings by the Augusta Street residents about
the noise, vibrations, dust, ana drainage problems

At the last council meeting the legal representatives of
the McCormack Sand Company advised the city, via letter,
that the sand firm will assume full responsibility for any
and all damage claims filed by area residents resulting
from the firms local operation

Prior to the receipt of the letter by the council, the local
Planning Board announced that the seven stipulations
made to the sand company have been met.

The stipulations provide that the company reduce the
noise and viterations emanating from the operation.

The Planning Boards action, which places the company
in line to be granted a major subdivision, is being appealed
by committee members

The appeal is based on residents' complaints that
drainage problems to their homes, in addition to the noise
and vibrations, have developed as a result of the company's
stockpiling of sand on its property.

The group's appeal also notes that inadequate buffering
provisions have been made by the companvjind that sound
tests of the operation conducted by the statehaye allegedly
been concealed by the mayor and city administrators

When the tests were made with trains siminar to those
used at the company's operation, findings revealed that
such noise, over a period of time, would be harmful to a
person.

Another test by the state was taken at the company's site
involving only four railcars. There are now aproxlmately
86 such cars and the tracks come within 20 feet of homes.

No hearing date has yet been set by the council.
