In a letter to McMahon.
Mayor Cross urged action be
taken by the DEP against
McCormack Aggragates to
eliminate fugitive emissions
from the site "1 believe that
you shouH proceed to
sample the Hand in order to
verify that there are no
polutants contained
therein. " said Cross He
added that he is in favor of
any penalties against the
sand company .to be
substantial in order to serve
as a deterrent from
McCormack Aggregates or
any other company from
causing such problems
within the city

CITY BRINGS SUIT FOR UNAUTHORIZED

INDUSTRY (S years ago) October H. 1M1
City Attorney Clark Convery has filed suit In Superior

Court on behalf of South Amboy against McCormack
Terminal Inc. Augusta Street, South Amboy.

Charged with several counts of air pollution, the suit
orders McCormack to show cause why they should not be
restrained "from causing various pollutants to be released
inU- the atmosphere and from operating the business if it
cannot prevent the emmission of such pollutants into the
atmosphere '

McCormack has been charged with five counts of air
pollution by the Central Jersey Regional Air Pollution
Control for the spread of Coal dust into the air McCormack
representatives had been scheduled to appear in municipal
court earlier, but have thus far failed to appear.

The pollution control agency has ordered McCormack to
make changes on their equipment to cut down on the coal
dust emissions

Still in the midst of conversion from a sand company to a
coal port last year. V; < Onnark officials discussed with the
Council the use of a special detergent that would adhere to
dust particles and make them heavier, thus limiting the
Mack soot At that time McCormack spokesmen vowed to
respect the newly adopted noise ordinance and try to limit
their activities to such times that would be least
bothersome to neighbors

This was not the case, however, as the Council began
receiving complaints and with each violation the group of
dissatisfied neighbors grew.

The group has been successful in bringing their plight to
public atten tion and has now garnered even more support.

The coal distribution company has been additionally
charged by the Environmental Protection Agency with
falling to procure the necessary operating permits for the
use or the conveyor belts This hearing will bo held before
the Department of Environmental Protection

The city has twice cited McCormack for excessive noise
during specific times and levels according to the noise
ordinance adopted last year

All avenues will he persued until residents can again lead
more peaceful lives, the group said
