Ageacy Financial Situation Addressed

On the heels of the meeting
with City Business
Administrator James
Maloney, the
Redevelopment Agency
updated the public on the
agency's current financial
situation.

Commissioner Richard
()'Connor said the agency’s
tinancial committee,
consisting of himsell, Janice
Tedesco and Agency
Chairman Kevin Meszaros,
met with Maloney last
Friday 1o discuss the status
of the finances of the agency .

(’Connor said the grant

which has been the focus of
much public concern, is a
federal grant which comes in
two parts.
“The grant comes from the
Coastal Energy Impact
Program through the
Federal Government and is
administered by the state of
New Jersey." said
0O'Connor. He said the
administrator of the grant is
Mr.Steven Esser of the New
Jersey Department of
Commerce In economic
Development, Division of
Energy and Planning
Conservation.

“The grant was I1n two

ris, the first part is for
20,000 which became
applicable in 1982 It was
s:ent on the development of
the Sisaki eport,”’
O'Connor said, '‘the second
part of the grant was
received in three sectiuns.’

According to O'Connor,
the first sectioa of this part
of the grant was for $29,000,
which was granted to the
city in April 1984 This figure
was increased by $13,360 in
September 1984 [t was
increased once again b
$16.80J in June $985, whic
totals $59.160. This figure is
separate from the $20,000
spent on the Sisaki Report.

“Of this money Mr
Mailoney told us certain
portions are incumbered,
meaning they can only be

spent on certain set
projects,’”” O'Connor
explained. One of the

projects is to deiermine
what to do with the dredge
material, should a marina or
harbor be built. This part of
the grant was granted to New
York Test Environmental
Inc. for the purpose of an
ocean disposal study of
dredged material or an
upland dis | study. This
portion of the grant was
worth $10,750.

The second part goes to
Warren George Inc., Jersey
City, for a geo-tech study.
The cost is $19,930, which is
incumbered for this purpose.

According to Maloney, the
remaining portion of the
granl totals $25,600. The
alance of the grant was
spent on title searches and
an appraisal of the land The
appraisal was done by
Anthony Billingsly The
results of the appraisal has
not yet been received

Moaey Not Transferrable
To Agency

“Mr. Maloney said he was
advised by Mr. Esser that
the grant cannot be given to
the agency because it was
the city that applied for the
grant and that it is the city
that controls the grant.” said
0'Connor.

O'Connor  said that
accoraing to Maloney,
money could be transferred
to the agency,by law, after
November Sth, providing a
line item already exists for
the money to be transferred
to. The. Redevelopment
Agency does not have a line
item as it did not exist at the
time of the budget. A line
ilem cannot be extablished
by transfer.

There does exist $10,000,
which can be used by the
agency This money is in the
form of a Community
Development Biock Grant,
which is a federal grant
adn.inistered by Middiesex
County.

According to Maioney, the
grant could be used for

peripheral expenses such as
advertising. stationary.

postage, etc. ‘What we
interpreted from that, is that
the $10,000 grant can be used
by the agency for what we
see we should use it for,”
said O'Conneor.

Agency lo Take Direct Role

In Consultant Selection

direct role in the advertising
for and selection of a
consultant, who will guide
the agency through the’
many steps of their assigned
duties.
