A New Jersey Transit
foreman suffered servere
burns to his body when he
was electrocuted while
servicing an airleak of an
train engine on Menday,
November 17, 1986.

Peter Shepard of Trenton
was treated at South Ambaoy
Memorial Hospital and then
later transferred to St
Francis Hospital in Trenton
for burns to his uppper body

According to police
Shepard was working on
Engine 958 for an air leak
while the power was off
After he finished working on
the air lines, the power was
turned on again Shepard
then went on the catwalk to
listen for anymore air leaks

A leak was heard and
Shepard reached around a
metal safety piate to check
for the leak There was a
bright white flash and
Shepard fell to the ground
unconscious, he sulfered
burns on 60 percent of his
hody after being charged
with 12,000 volts of
electricity.

Anthony Calavano, who
was assisting Shepard with
repairs to the train, went to
the office to contact the
police and first aid after the
electrical shock. Mark
Competoo. a co-worker,
went to assist Shepard who
