Winterizing Your Plants Most winter injury to plants
occurs on very cold, blustery days The wind exiracts
moistunre from the leaves, and th ¢ roots cannot replace it
when the water in the soil is frozen First the leaves and
twigs, and then the major branches lose moisture and die
from dessication : drying our’ The injury 18 most prevalent
on broad-leaved evergreens. such as mountain lavrels and
rhododendrons, because their leaves remain on the plant alj
winter and they have a shallow root system

Three steps can be taken to reduce winter injury. One,
avoid exposure to the harmful wind itself by p{anting
susceptible t in a sheltered spot The south-eastern side
of a house blocks the north winds and provides the plants
with extra warmth as the suns rays are reflecied onn the
building. Evergreen plants in this focet.on ar.: also a great
attreaction to songbirds and small memmals loking for
winter sheiter.

Next, try an application of anti dessicant on your plants.
This product is a lig'ud plastic mixed with water which
coats the plant with an aimost invisible protective film.
Make your first application some time during the bemh‘
of December. Read all label instructions carefully. air
Mm:t:re must be above 40 degrees (F) or the material
will into small . anules instead of coating the leaves.
A second application can be made in iate January,

ture peﬂnitting Preferable brand names to use are
“Wilt-pruf”’ and “Envy'’ These products are
btod.(lrldlble and are not harmful to wildlife if used
y.
ulches help reduce winter injury Any natural material
spread 4-6 inches deepn will moderate the winter
temperature on the s0il and keep the moisture avaiiable to
the plants. Shredded hardwood bark is the most popular
mulch, but it carries a high price Wood chips work just as
well, look just as natural and are about one fourth of the
price.

Herbaceous plants. perennials that die back down to the

gmd each year, [ace a different winter hazard and below
freezing point can cause “heaving'', pushing of the
plants right out of the soil surface. The best way to prevent
this is to moderate the soil temperature. To do this, wait

Extra Feet Protection Needed ofr OlMder Feet -The foet of
America's elderly people - like those of athletes -- need
extra protection if injuries are to be preygnted and comfort
maintained, according to r lmnakﬂirittner. president of
the New Jersey Podiatric Medical Socety

Dr. Brittner states that the aged, because of hmitations in
muscle performance and the inevitable loss of fatty tissues
in the feet, often find walking to be iresome and stressful to
the feet.

“This can be a reai tragedy " he suid, “"because walking
is the best possible exercise for this growing segment of our

um.h
. Brittner indicates that strains can be minimized and
comfort increased by using techniques popular with
joggers and runners ‘‘Weight dispersion and shock
abscrbing materials, such as polyethyiene, can reduce
friction and cushion shocks, ' he said.

He recommends orthotic devices -- molded to the shape of
the foot and worn inside the shoes Lo correct such
difficulties.

“It is a good 1dea for elderly e to check their feet
regulariy and cure for them properly wih good hygiene --
and medical attention when needed,'’ continued Dr.
Brittner, ‘‘foot checkups can play a key role in the early

of many illnesses, including diahetes "'

e recommends that elderly peopie consider r
walks as part of a conditioning program, provided that
medical clearance is obtained, and that well-fitting walking
shoes that support and cushion the heel and arch are worn.

Garden Soll Preparations

Left to hersell, Nature manages the soil with great
efficiency. All vegetation and wildlife that are supported by
the soil t their lives, rag‘enhh the ground after
their deaths, be decomposition. The nutrients that were
borrowed are then made available again.

Soil is a complex mixture of diverse ingredients that
sustain life on earth [t is full of earthworms, fungi,
bacteria, etc , Each of these organisms plays a vital part in
the overall productivity of the soil Since man interferes
with the natural process of soil build up, the wildlife
gardener's job s lo keep the soil in the best possible
condition and to replace any nutrients that have heen lost.

The best method for improving soil texture 18 to increase
its organic matter content There are three ways to do this:
one, turn under cover crops. two, mulch regularly with
organic materials. and third. add humus to the coil by
composting

Plants that draw nutrients to the soil's surface, and then
improve its texture by adding organic matter when they
are turned under, are called green manure cover crope.
The list of green manures totals about thirty plants. Rye
and legumes are the most common Plant them early this
month and tiil under in the spring

If you want to increase soil textur in an area that cannot
be tilled, try mulchm% Mulches protect plants from severe
weather conditions, but they also eventually decompose
and add organic matter to the soil Any organic product will
do; leaves, straw, wood chips. and even pine needles When
considering a mulch material, make sure it 1s heavy enough
not to blow away, that it 1s free of any chemicals that will
leach out and cause plant injury. and that it will remain
loose enough to allow air circulation to the soil surface
below.

A basic for successful wildlife gardening is composting.
This involves working with nature to encourage bacteria to
decay organic matter into an evenly textured humus. There
are many methods of composting in use today. The Indore
method, invented by the father of organic gardening, Sir
Albert Howard. is used all over the world. Working as a
British agronomist in India during the first quarter of this
century, he discovered that a 3:1 proportion of plant matter
to namure made the same kind of rich, loamy humus found
in the woods and fields To acheve that ratio he build his
compost pile in layers Starting with brush on the ground he
then applied a 6-ince layer of plant restdues Next he piled
on a 2-ince layer of manure and topped this with a
sprinkling of rich earth, ground hmeston, and phosphate
rock. Repeating the layers he build his heap to five foet. At
the end of 3 months he had produced a rich, crumbly
material, in nutrient value and a great soil structure
builder. Working this compost into even the most unfit solls
will bring about remarkanle results
