Following his two vears as
a teacher, O'Leary made the
transshion 1o police officer,
where he served on and off
for about 3 vears His firse
sant with  the  police
department was under the
CETA program. he was later
appointed as a regular
member of the foree

“That was one of the
preatest experiences anyone
could have.” said O'Leary
about his time as a
policeman, “the first thing
they taught me at the police
acadeimny was (o protect and
serve the public, and |
alwavs remebered that,
That's what the job s all
about.” ,

He recalled one of his most

vivid memories about his

experiences on the police
force as being the first one
on the scene. ‘There was a
fire on Pine Avenue one
time, it wasn't a big fire, but
when Patrolmar Carl
Nemeth and myself arrived
on the scene we went to the
second floor where there was
a woman who was unable to
get herself out of the
building.

“We helped remove the
woman from the hcuse,
fortunately the fire was not
cut of control.”” However,
both offi<ers suffered smoke
inhalation. He said the
experience taught him a
great appreciatiza for the
firernen. | never had the
experience of what-it was
like to be in a butluing that
was on fire, 1 got a great
understanding and a great
respect for what the firemen
g0 through when they arrive
on the scene
