have only one message for
all of these areas and that is
the gospel of Jesus Christ
Jesus said, i am the Way
and the Truth and the Life.
No one comes to the Father
except through me ' By
introducing people to Christ
f can better help them with
tiieir other problems.''

Rev Newton said he can
also help the workers
socially to help bridge the
communication gap to those
unfamiliar to the area and
customs "Medically we can
help them by directing them
to doctors and dentists, when
they need medical help

"We would be able to help
their families with baby
sitting, get the churches
related to make hygiene kits
They live in barrack type
structures on the farms and
there is sometimes 30 in a
barracks "

Rev Nevton added he
would also help those
suffering from drug
addiction Part of his plans
include attempting to
coordinate the churches to
reach out in the communities
to help the people. A new
federal prisu;; is under
construction in Bridgeton,
Rev. Newton said there
would be a need for a
chaplain.

"The Lord opened me up
to this," Rev Newton fiaia,
"the Lord brought it co my
attention the vast need of
reaching inner-cit'1 j'^ople,
they are not related to any
church and they h«ve deep
needs such as housing and
jobs."

He said he is looking
foward to this new project,
which is different in the way
he won't be ijlructured in a
<*!iurch. "In a church you are
limited because you have so
many duties that restrict you
from doing many outside
activities, like visitation
with sick people, i'.'s very
difficult-

Rinkewich has been a barber
in South Amboy for 31 years,
and it's an association he is
hoping to continue.
Rinkewich informed the
council that he would prefer
his own building because he,
has had to relocate three
times in the past. He added,
if he cannot find a suitable
location in the city, he would
be forced to relocate to
Keyport, where he already
owns a building.

Council President Craig J.
Coughlin explained that in
order for the city to sell any
property, it must go out to
bid. Coughlin said
neighboring property
owners do have an option on
neighboring property.

Richmond said there is some
questions at to the property
lines on the site, which used
to be the location of the
Raritan Direr "It's a very
questionable area now,"
said Richmond.

City Engineer James
Cleary said the railroad is
undertaking a project now of
abandoning the bridge near
the site. "They are doing
some surveying as to where
the lines are as part of the
bridge abandonment "

Mayor John T O'Leary
said he woulo inform
Hinkewich h>>w the council is
progressing in the matter
and what the procedures will
be for the bidding and when
it will be

"I think I can speak for the
council and for the people in
South Amboy you service
that we'd like to see you stay
in town." the mayor told
Rinkewich He assured
Rinkewich the matter wiU be
addressed ;n the very near
luture
