someone who was abreast of
the issues of South Amboy '

O'Leary also urged both
Charmello and O'Brien to
stay active in the local
government "Both have
good intentions and are out
for the good of South
Amboy." sa id O' l,ea ry

Defort »aid he was very
happy with his selection but
said he will miss reporting
the news for The Citizen "I
have to find a new job,"
Defort said, "obviously I
have to divorce myself from
writing council stories, but I
intend to continue writing
features for the paper

"I'm very proud of the
work I did for the Citizen and
I hope to serve the city well
as councilman ' Defort has
served as Associate Editor
and municipal reporter for
The Citizen since December
1385. He previously served
as a correspondent with The
Arfiiury Park Press for four
years.
