“Citizens interested in
seeking positions of their
local hoards of e¢ducation
must file their nominating
petitions with the secretary
of their local school board by
4 pm_ on Friday,

Approximately 1,600 board
of education positions in 550
of the state’s 600 local school
Jistricts will be up for
election on April 7. Legal
qualifications for school
board membership are the
following: residency in the
school district for at least
one yedr. the ability to read
and write; and no interest in
or claim against the local
school board.

“Effective schocl board
membershif: also requires a
commitment of time and
energy, as well as other
personal criteria,’’
explained Zemaitis, who has
served on the South Rives
Board of Education for more

Budget Adopiod

The Board o! Education
adopted a $524 million
tentative budget for the 1987
88 school year atl a special
meeting held last
Wednesday at the Roard
offices. The budget would
represent a ! percent
increase over last year, but
is  $214,000 under the
allowable cap for spending
increases.

Board President James
Reilly said the board's
budget committee had
warked i, e Dudget with a
goal of a miniral increase in
taxes.

“Howeve:, the committee
was infurmar by the State
Departmen: of Education
that tne state funding would
be cut by 12 percent,” Reilly
said, "'l personally believe
that the Governor’s plan is
totally unfair to loral school
districts nnd the taxpayers
in each district.

“There are existing laws
which require funding at a
proper ievel that the state
ignores year after year.
There has been orly one yzar
when they funded schoo!
districts properly.”

Reilly said that with the
school receiving less aid for
1987-88 than they did for the
current school year, the
budget could not have been
cut to any great extent
witheut reducing staff or
programs.
