Commnnity Development
Program Outlined

VMeo Tape Rolls At McCormack Official Willing
To Meet With Council

The Middlesex Co jnty
Housing ami Community
Development office is
offering two programs for
qualified homeowners in the
Middlesex County area
These programs may be able
to benefit homeowners
tenants and municipalities
with "fixing up substandard
or under maintenance
housing units "

Councilman Jack Hulart.
who is the vice-chairman of
the Middlesex County
Community Development
Committee, Mayor John
O'Leary and City Engineer
James Cleary attended a
Committee meeting several
weeks ago. in which it was
learned that $16 million is
available to Middlesex Co
for the community services
to improve housing

162,000 is available to South
Amboy on a county level to
better . the community
housing rehabi l i ta t ion
programs this year

Trie two programs are the
Housing P r e s e r v a t i o n
Program and the Rental
Rehabilitation Program

The Housing Preservation
Program is available to low
income homeowners living in
a 1 or 2 family house.
providing up to $7,500 in no
Interest loans land under
extraordinary circumstances
up to $15,000) These loans
are available to correct code
violations, eliminating health
and safety problems,
removing structural defects,
fixing heating systems.
rewiring electrical systems,
and making the residence
accessible for the
handicapped. Cosmetic work
or routine maintenance to the
house is not available through
this program. "The load is
interest free and doesn't have
to be paid back until the
property is sold or if the title
changes, " added Hulsart
For example, a 'amily size of
5 must only make a
maximum of $20,850, if they
want to be considered for
eligibility According to the
Committee, over 600
homeowners have

participated in Middlesex
County

In the Rental
Rehabilitation Program,
landlords who will guarantee
tp make units available to
lower-income tenants will be
provided 50* loans up to $5.000
per unit for rehabilitation
The landlords, in this case, do
not have to meet any income
qualifications and may be an
individual owner, developer.
or non-profit organization As
long as the owner abides by
the contract, the Rental
Rehabilitation Program will
match the owner's funds
"with a no interest load,
which is forgive after 10
years." Availability of these
funds can be used to correct

substandard conditions,
make e s sent ia l
improvements, and the
repair major systems The
tenants living in the
rehabilitated units may be
able to apply for rental
assistance if eligible.

"The more people find out
about these housing
programs I think it's going to
help out a log," commented
Hulsart at Monday nights
council meeting Hulsart
added that it will give people
a chance to fix up their homes
especially since prices are so
very expensive today

Councilman Hulsart. who is
a Committee member of
these hoL'5»ng programs, said
that anyone from town can go
through the County or
through him if they would
like more information "If
you are on a fixed income or
are elderly and you might
need a little help." continues
Hulsart, "You have to ask for
it (help)"

"Since last week,"
concluded Hulsart, "I have
received about a dozen calls
and a lot of thank you's , and
I know we are going to have
some houses fixed up in
town " Many people as
possible to take advantage of
these monies if they do
indeed qualify Councilman
Hulsart said he will put
anyone in contact with the
people at the County

When the meeting
began, Councilwoman ERma
Brown made a motion to tyve
the camera turned off Her
motion was seconded by
Counciiman Edward J
Defort

"Two weeks ago we
stopped the camera from
taping the meetings pending
the adoption of an ordinance
regulating the use of taping
equipment," said Defort,'
"that has not been discussed
yet so I believe the camera
should be turned off until it is
discussed."

Mayor John T O'Leary
cha l l enged D e f o r t s
comments by asking the
councilman how he was going
to stop the video taping from
taking place Defort
n ponded by saying it was a
"request" that the camera be

turned off
"Based on the research

I've done," expalined Law
Director John Lanza, "the
video taping of a meeting as
long as it doesn't interfere
wiin the meeting itself, il-
legal and something wo
cannot stop "

Mrs Brown satd she
respected Lanza's opinion,
however, she did disagree
with it She also stated there
was no specific precedent in
Lanzas opinion permitting
video taping of a council
nueting

Council President Craig J
Coughlin said that if the
public is told to turn off the
camera it wou|H expose the
council to a "Senseless" risk
of a lawsuit but would violate
the spirit of the statute
calling for open public
meetings.

Mrs. Brown requested a
survey be done to determine
how many municipalities
have their meetings video
taped.

Councilman Jack Hulsart
and Coughlin opposed Mrs
Brown's motion resulting in a
2-2 tie, dismissing the second
ward counci lwotnan's
motion Councilman/Bruce
was absent from the meeting

Guidelines for the council's
videotaping policy ' are
scheduled to be discussed in
the near future
