PSE&G and GSF Energy Inc. have joined forces to

harness a new source of energy which could heat up to
10,000 New Jersey homes each year

Under a contract signed January 22, GSF Energy will col-
lect and process gas Ming produced beneat old landfills in
New Jersey's Meadowlands area and sell it to PSE&G for
blenditig into its natural gas system

The landfills, which will provide raw material for the
GSF plant, produce gases through the natural anerobic
digestion of solid wasiss. These gases, mostly methane — a
primary constituent of natural gas — and carbon dioxide,
will be collected by vacuum through a series of wells drilled
into the landfills. The gas will be piped into a processing
plant for pressurization, dehydration and purification and
then transported to PSE&G's system by way of ar.
underground pipeline.
